Print off the template sheet directly onto white card. Pick out two patterned
papers, one lighter than the other and stick pieces of them over the top of the template
size you're using. Print the design on both pieces of patterned paper.

From the white sheet of card cut out the whole template design ignoring the
writing and leaving a small boarder around the edge. Next cut out the shoes and the skirt
with the ruffle edge from the lighter of the patterned papers. Use a punch or a die cut to
cut out the writing from the same paper. From the remaining
patterned paper cut out just the skirt without the ruffle.

Add colour to the legs, if you want to you could also make them into patterned tights.
Glue the cut out paper pieces on top of the white design.

Make a card blank to the right size for the template you've chosen to use. Add a piece of
paper to your card blank front and then add the dress and the writing embellishments on
top to complete your card. If you wanted to you could build up your card background
some more with further embellishments.

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Candles

Candles

Print off the template sheet and use your leftover small scraps of patterned paper
gluing a different paper to each of the candles. Pop the sheet back in your printer
and reprint the sheet so it prints over the patterned paper

Cut out the candles and glue them to your card across the middle or in one
corner along the bottom if you prefer. Add your message underneath or over the
top to finish.

You can also use the template sheet and cut out each candle then draw around
them onto the patterned paper and cut them out. You could use other materials
like fabric or felt in place of paper or use plain paper and decorate the candles
with glitter.

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Birthday Boy

Print off the template on paper and decide which size template you would like to
use. Make a card blank in the size that corresponds with the template size you're
using. Next print out some denim patterned paper, (I Googled denim paper to find
the pattern for this card then just printed it out). Print a full sheet out and then put
the sheet back in your printer and print the template sheet over the top. Print the

template sheet out again this time directly onto blue card, (or other colour you
wanted for your background). Cut out the template on the blue card so it fits on
the front of your card and includes the ‘boy’ writing. Next cut out the denim jeans
on the template from the denim paper. Next cut out the template from the piece of
white card. Glue the white template over the top of the printed one on the blue
card. Cut out the jeans from the denim sheet and glue them over the top of the
white template so the shoes and the T-shirt stay white. If you wanted to you could
cut the shirt out of a different colour. Add a little bit of colour to the white shoes
just to give them a bit of definition. Finish your card with your choice of message.

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Blossom

Whole flower
shape

Can be cut out in individual
layers and built up or as a
whole piece.

Print off the template sheet. On this sheet you cab decide to use the whole flower design
and print it onto a plain or patterned paper then cut it out and use it flat. The other choice
is to use the layers printed and cut out individually and built up. You can use different
colours to make up the layers or use just one colours for the flower and one for the
leaves. To make the flower shown in the finished card sample bellow use the following
guide.

Pick out a mix of four different patterned and/or plain papers/card. Cut out a piece from
each one and lay it over the top of each corresponding layer on the template sheet. Use
temporary adhesive or masking tape to fix them in place.

Cut out all the layers from the paper pieces and layer them up together to create the
flower shape.

If you wanted to build up more dimension you could use 3D foam pads or gently shape
each of the petals to give them a 3D appearance. When you've finished your flower
embellishment glue it to your project to finish.

Spring Birdie
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Different size to suit your choice of project
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Spring Birdie

First make your card blank then print off the template sheet and choose a
template size that best fits your card size. Pick out two patterned papers, one to
make the body of the bird and one to make the wing. Cut the pieces of paper out
in squares so they fit over the top of the template you're using and fix each in turn
on top of the template with temporary adhesive. Put the sheet back in the printer
and reprint the template sheet so it prints over the top of the patterned paper. Do

this for both pieces. Cut out the bird shape from one pattern and the wing and
legs from the other pattern then glue them over the top. Add your finished bird to
your card. You can also use the template to draw around drawing around the
whole design first then cutting out the wing and drawing around that. You could
use these as Easter decorations or place cards.

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Corner Cake

Size for A6 or 4x6 size cards

Size for large square cards
(140mm square)
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Corner Cake

Print off the template sheet and decide which size card you would like to make. The top
template is for A6 or 4x6 size cards and the bottom one for large square cards (140mm
square or up to 6x6 inches). Make a card blank in the size you'd like to use. Print off the
template sheet again but this time directly onto white cardstock. This is going to be the
base of the embellishment so you can use
another colour if you like or use white and then add colours with pens. Cut out the white
card template. To decorate the cake pick out 5 different patterned papers, one for each
layer. They only need to be small so use small leftover scraps of
papers. Cut out the layers from the paper template, there should be 5 parts.

Draw around each layer onto each of the different patterned papers and cut them out.
Next cut out some of the details on the cake layers and draw around those onto a plain
coloured card. Cut them out then glue them over the top of your
patterned paper cake layers.

Glue the layers of the cake to the white template piece, begin with the top layer down to
the bottom. Colour in the candles and the cake plate that are left white. Glue the cake to
your card so the straight bottom and right edges match up to the bottom corner of your
card. Draw around each of the details in pen using the other cake on the template sheet
as a guide if you need it. Add your choice of message to finish your card.

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Two Little Chicks
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Two Little Chicks

Print off the template sheet. Decide which of the template sizes fits your project
the best and cut a piece of coloured card out so it fits over the top. Fix the piece
in place on the template sheet with masking tape on the edges and run it back
through the printer so it prints over the top of the piece of card. Do the same with
a piece of co-ordinating patterned paper. Cut out the card shapes leaving a small
boarder around the edge. Cut out the details from the patterned paper print out,
the beaks and wings etc then glue them on top of the card shapes. Build up your
card design and then add your birds as the embellishments.

Butterfly and Flower

Different size to suit your
choice of project
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Butterfly and Flower

Print off the template sheet and decide which size template you would like to use.
This will depend on your size of project or card. If you're making a card, make
your card first then pick out the template size that fits it best. To make the flower
embellishment pick out 4 different patterned or coloured papers. You'll need one
for the stalk, one for the flower, one for the flower centre and one for the butterfly.
Cut out each of the papers so they fit over the top of the template size you're
using and stick each piece in turn temporarily over the top of the template design
then reprint the sheet so it prints over the top of the paper. Peel the paper piece
off the sheet and follow with each of the paper pieces until you have the template
design printed on each of the four papers. Begin with the stalk paper and cut out
the whole template design. Next cut out the flower design, you can leave the
butterfly on top. Glue the flower over the top of first cut out piece so it leaves the
stalk showing underneath.

Next cut out the flower centre and glue that on top. Finally cut out and glue on the
butterfly as the last layer.

Add the finished embellishment to your card or other project.

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Happ Bee Birthday

Different size to suit your

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Happ Bee Birthday

Print off the template sheet and cut out the size of bee you would like to use. You

can cut out two or one mixing up the sizes too. Cut out the inner parts of the wing

on the template. Next draw around the bee onto some yellow card and cut it out,
again cutting out the inner parts of the wing.

Cut out all of the stripes on the bee template, keep the wings attached to the
middle stripe. Draw around each of the stripes onto a dark colour card or a dark
patterned paper, here I'm using woodgrain paper from the kit. Cut out the stripes

and glue them on top of your yellow bee shape. Draw around the edges of the
bee and draw on the eye. As a final touch emboss a piece of acetate or
transparency with an embossing folder and glue it to the back of your bee
embellishment so the pattern comes through the wings.
Add the finished bee to your card or other project you're making to complete.

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Make a Wish

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Make a Wish

Print off the template sheet directly onto white card and another onto plain paper.
Make your card blank first and then pick out a template that best fits your card.
Cut out the template from the card sheet leaving a small boarder all the way
around the design. Cut out the pieces that make up the design from the paper
template, you won’t need any of the body pieces just the hair, cake, top, belt, skirt
and shoes. Draw around each piece onto different patterned papers. Small left-
over scraps are ideal for this. Cut them out then glue each of the patterned
pieces over the top of the white template piece. Colour the skin parts of the
design with pens or pencils and also the candle in the cake. Add the finished
embellishment to your card.
