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Flip Flops Shaped Card 
 

Print off the flip flops template sheet just on to paper. Cut out all the 
pieces cutting around the outside edges only. Take a sheet of A4 card 

and fold it in half. Take the main template piece and place it on the 
folded card matching the dashed line up to the fold, draw around and 

cut out the shape, keeping the folded card together so you cut through 
both sides to create your shaped base card. Cover your base card with 

plain coloured card, paper or as I’ve used in the sample funky foam. 
Take the main template piece again and this time cut around the inner 
lines. Draw around these on to patterned paper or a different coloured 
plain paper/card. Next draw around the left and right flip flop top pieces 
in the same colour you used to cover your base card. Glue these onto 

your base card. You can leave like that or embellish further as I’ve done 
in the sample bellow. Here I used a big paper flower with a button in the 
center, you could also use smaller paper flowers, beads a stamped im-

age etc. Have fun thinking up cool combinations for your flip flops! 
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Dinosaur Shaped Card 
 

Print of the dinosaur template and cut it out cutting around the outer-
most edge only. Take a piece of A4 card and fold it in half (alternatively 
you can use a prefolded card blank). Match up the dashed line on the 
template to the fold on your card, draw around the shape and cut it out 

so you’re cutting through both sides of the folded card together. 
Next race off the detail from the dinosaur template and colour in with 
ink, marker pens, paints etc. (I used American Crafts Galaxy marker 

pens in the sample card bellow) You can also use coloured card cut out 
in to the shapes or maybe a textured card or paper? You can add a 

message to the front of your card if you wish or leave as is. Have fun! 
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Chicken Shaped Card 
 

Print off the chicken template and cut out all the pieces. Take a piece of 
A4 card and fold it in half. Draw around the body part of the template on 
to the card matching up the dashed line to the fold on your card then cut 
it out keeping the two sides of card folded to create your base shaped 
card. Using the remainder of the card draw around and cut out all the 
other parts of the chicken. Outline each of the pieces in black pen and 
draw on the eyes. Add colour to the pieces (if you haven’t already used 
coloured card) I used chalks to colour the sample bellow. Reassemble 
the pieces referring to the small chicken picture on the template as a 

guide. You can use foam pads to create depth on each of the pieces if 
you like. Add a message to the front of your card to finish. Use your fa-
vourite ‘Why did the chicken cross the road?’ joke with the answer on 

the inside. Have fun! 
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Horse Shaped Card 
 

Print off the horse template and cut out the pieces. Take a piece of A4 
card and fold it in half. Draw around the body part of the template on to 
the card matching up the dashed line to the fold on your card then cut it 

out keeping the two sides of card folded to create your base shaped 
card. Using the remainder of the card draw around and cut out all the 
other parts of the template. Trace on the details of the head and body. 
The body middle part ink around the edge with ink the same colour as 
your card to make a shadow effect. Stick this on the body (with foam 
pads if you like) then stick over this the head. You can attach googley 
eyes instead of drawn ones if you like. Add a fun message too. Have 

fun! 
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Well done Card 
 

There are a few ways you can use this template but this is the simplest 
way to use it. Take two sheets of different coloured card (one colour will 
be for the star and one for the tick). Print off the well done template on 

to both pieces of card. Cut out the stars and the tick. Assemble on to the 
front of your choice of card blank and stick down. For the well done, you 

passed message you can use the printed letters from the template or 
you can stamp on your own. You can also layer up the star shapes in 
the different colours of card.  Alternatively you can use the template to 

draw around and doodle along the edges of the stars as Louise form the 
design team has done in the sample below. You could also use the stars 

independently to create and Christmas card or Birthday card. 
Have fun creating your personal design!  
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Russian Dolly Shaped Card 
 

Print off the Russian dolly shaped card template and cut it out cutting 
along the outside edge only. Take a piece of green coloured card and 

fold n half. Place the template on the card matching the dashed line up 
to the fold, draw around the shape and cut out. Take the template again 
and cut out the head scarf bit on the dolly. Draw around this on to some 

red card and cut it out. You can stamp or draw on a pattern on to the 
scarf if you want to at this stage. Stick the scarf on to the card matching 
up the edges to get it in the correct place. Next cut out the face part on 
the template then draw around it on to some cream card, trace or draw 

on the face detail and colour in the hair. Stick on to the card over the 
head scarf. Finally you can add some more decoration to your dolly if 
you wish. In the sample bellow I added some diecut felt flowers to co-

ordinate with the folk art look. Have fun! 



 
The joke on this card reads, 
 
Knock Know 
(who’s there?) 
Abby 
(Abby who) 
Abby birthday too you! 
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Door Shaped Card (knock knock joke card) 
 

Print off the template and cut out around the door shape cutting around the outside 
edge only. Fold a piece of A4 card in half and place the template on it matching the 

fold line (dashed line) to the fold on the card. Draw around and cut out. 
Take the template again and cut out the other pieces on the door. The letterbox and 
panels. Cut out the panel shapes from the remaining card and ink around the edges 
(rub an inkpad round the edge of the card) to create a shadow effect. Stick them on 
your card where they were on the template. The letterbox, cut out from gold or silver 

card and stick on to your card. You can make it open by cutting along the bottom 
and sides and scoring along the top if you wanted to. Cut out the door handle or use 

a large brad instead on your card. 
Finally cut out a speech bubble, draw around on to a different coloured card and fill 
in with the ‘knock knock’ part of the joke. For the answer to the joke it’s best to put it 
in the card. An easy way to make the insert sheet with this on is to print it off on your 
PC then print out the template again and cut out along the insert sheet template line 

(green line). Fold your printed insert sheet with your text on in half with the text 
roughly in the centre of one half, then draw around the insert sheet template. Cut it 

out and stick  inside your card with a line of glue near to both the folded edges.  
You can make loads of different versions of this card just by changing the door col-

our and the joke. Have fun!  
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Hat Shaped Card 
 

Print off the hat shaped card template and cut out both hat shapes on 
the template. Take a piece of A4 card and fold in half. Take the template 
piece wit the dashed line and place it o your card matching the dashed 

line to the fold on your card, draw around and cut out to create your 
shaped base card. 

Next take the other hat piece from the template and draw around that on 
to another piece of card and cut out. Cover the card in patterned paper, 
the one used in the sample you can get from www.alteredtreasures.com 
Add some more embellishments like flowers, feathers, ribbons, lace etc 

to decorate your hat. When you’re done stick the decorate hat on to 
your shaped base card matching up the bottom edges to get the posi-

tion right.  
Have fun thinking up cute designs for your hats! 
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Fries Shaped Card 
 

Print off both sheets of the fries template (it’s in two parts on pages 9 and 10). Take 
a piece of red card A4 and fold it in half. Cut out the base card shape of the tem-

plate. Place it on your folded card matching the dashed line on the template to the 
fold on your card, draw around and cut out the shape. You now have your base card 
done. Next take the second page of the template and cut out the pocket piece. Draw 

around this on to some more red card and cut it out. Decorate the pocket piece if 
you like with stamps or other embellishments. Apply glue or double sided tape to the 
back of it along the bottom and sides only, don’t put any glue in the middle or along 
the top. Stick down over the base card matching up the bottom corners to get it in 
the right place. Next cut out the fries from the template, when you cut the m out 

don’t cut long the red lines. Draw around them on to some yellow card and trace or 
draw on the red lines from the template in black or brown pen. Ink over the fries in a 
brown ink along the edges. Apply a dab of glue on to the bottom of each fry and tuck 
them inside the pocket on your card, alternating how far down you place each one.  

To finish your card apply a message to the front. Have fun! 
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Dolls House Shaped Card 
 

Print off the dolls house template. Fold a piece of A4 card in half along 
the longest length to make a long thin card. Cut out the dolls house 

shape along the outermost edge. Place the other part of the house on 
the card matching the dashed line up to the fold, draw around and cut 

out to make your shaped base card. Take the template again and cut off 
the roof part. Using the card leftover draw around it and cut out. Do the 
same with the chimney piece (cutting it from the template) and the win-

dows and door. Cover each of the pieces with plain and/or patterned pa-
per/card. Also cover you base card. Reassemble each of the decorated 
pieces on your card and outline in black pen to highlight the details. You 
can also add a decorative brad or other embellishment to create a door 

handle as well as curtains at the windows and flowers in the window 
boxes if you like.
