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Different sizes to 
suit your choice of

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 You can use this sheet printed directly on to card or patterned paper and cut out the 
shapes or use them as templates. To use them as templates first print the sheet out 
on paper and cut out the bird you want to use on your project. Place it on a piece of 

patterned or coloured card, draw around it and cut it out. The idea for these tem-
plates is to keep them as silhouettes so keep anything extra you do to them mini-
mal. If you want to highlight the edges rub around them with a soft chalk inkpad or 

distress the edge slightly. When you have made your bird/s make up your card 
blank by decorating in your choice of papers and add your bird/d on top as an extra 

embellishment. You can also use the template as a mask by spraying ink or dry 
brushing paint over the top of it while it’s stuck down on your project with temporary 

adhesive. Remove the mask when you’re done to reveal the design.  
 

Have fun! 
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Different sizes to suit your choice 
of project—the largest one will fit a 
4x6 frame. 
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 Print off the template sheet. Decide which size of template you would like to use 
and cut it out. Choose three different patterned papers. Take one of the papers and 
the template and draw around it on to the paper then cut it out. Take the template 
and cut around the inner frame line, place the template on a different patterned  

paper and cut it out. Take the template again and finally cut out the head silhouette. 
Place it on the remaining piece of patterned paper and draw around it then cut it out. 
If you want to highlight the edges of the cameo pieces rub around the edges with a 
marker pen or inkpad. You can draw on the head detail at the point copying it from 

the template. Layer the two frame shapes together with the smaller on top of the lar-
ger. Layer the head so it’s in the centre of the smaller frame. That’s your  
embellishment completed. Add it to your choice of project to complete.

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For both template sizes. Use the cross on the fronts of the shoes as a guide to place your  
embellishment on the fronts. You can use the flower template provided or use a different  
embellishment of your own choice. 

Size, (top) for A6 
size cards, (4x6) 
 
Size, (bottom) for 
large square cards, 
(6x6) 
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 Print off the template sheet. Decide which size of template you would like to work 
with—this will depend on your size of card or other project you’re working on. Once 
you have chosen cut out the corresponding size template. Choose two patterned 

papers, one will be the inside of the shoes and one the outside. Pick up the pattern 
you would like on the inside of your shoes and place the shoe templates on it, draw 
around them and then cut them out. Now take the template again and this time cut 

out the inside sole part of the shoes from the template so you’re left with what would 
be the top of the shoe, (if you look on the sample card bellow you can see the two 
areas of the shoe, the top half is the half in the green patterned paper). You’ll have 
to cut into the middle of them to do this so make a small cut with scissors first then 
cut from the middle to the outside edges. Once you have your template cut place 

them on the second patterned paper you’ve picked out and draw around them then 
cut them out. Draw on the details of the top half of the shoes copying them from the 
template. Use a black or brown marker pen to highlight them, colour in the buckles 

with a gold or silver pen too. Cut out two labels for the inside of your shoes and glue 
them on to the first shapes you cut out then glue the top of the shoe shape on top 

matching up the edges to place it correctly. To decorate your shoes you can use the 
flowers on the template sheet drawing around them and cutting them out of  

patterned paper or fabric. You can also use a ready made embellishment like  
flowers or buttons or both! Add your shoes to your choice of project to complete.

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 Print off the template sheet. Decide which size of template you would like to work 
with—this will depend on your size of card or other project you’re working on. Once 

you have chosen cut out the corresponding size template Choose two different  
patterned or coloured papers/card to make your embellishment from. One colour will 
be your screen and one the body of the MP3 player. First draw around the template 
on the colour you’re using for the screen and cut it out. Take the template again and 
cut out the screen from the middle of the template, make a small cut in the middle 
with your scissors then cut from the middle to the outside edge. Place the whole 

thing on your second piece of paper/card and draw around it, including the window 
of the screen. Cut the shape out—again cutting out the screen from the middle. 
Place this piece on top of your first shape and glue them together. Add some  

doodling around the edges to highlight the shape and design. Cut out the button 
from the template and draw around it on to another piece of the same paper/card 

you used for the body. Cut it out and doodle around the edge again. Glue it to your 
embellishment with a 3D foam pad to give it definition. Add your completed  

embellishment to your choice of card or other project.

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 Print off the template sheet. Decide which size of template you would like to work 
with—this will depend on your size of card or other project you’re working on. Once 
you have chosen cut out the corresponding size template. Place the template on to 
a piece of plain or patterned paper, draw around it and cut it out. Copy the details 

from the template on to your shape. If you need to you can cut out the various  
sections from the template and place them on your shape then draw around them in 
pencil then go over the top with a marker pen. If you needed to you could also print 
this sheet straight onto card then cut them out and then decorate. Once you have 

made your embellishment glue it to your choice of project to complete. This could be 
a good one to stitch onto too—follow the idea of drawing the details on with pencil 

then stitch over the top of the lines instead of drawing on them.

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 Print off the template sheet. Decide which size of template you would like to work 
with—this will depend on your size of card or other project you’re working on. Once 
you have chosen cut out around it roughly—don’t cut out any of the detail yet just 

separate it from the sheet. Choose two different patterned papers—one for the 
leaves and one for the trunk of the tree. Cut out the trunk shape from the template 
sheet and place it on the paper you’re using for the trunk then draw around it and 
cut it out. Decorate your choice of card blank then glue the trunk on to your card. 
Cut out the leaves one by one from the sheet, drawing around them on to your  

patterned paper and gluing them on your card as you go. You can follow the same 
pattern from the template or you can choose a different one to change it up. Add 

your choice of message and a little extra embellishment as you choose to finish off.

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The frames are in 
two different sizes 
to suit your choice 
of project 
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 Print off the template sheet. There are different sizes on the template sheet you can 
pick from. The larger sizes work individually on a card or the smaller ones you can 

use together on a card like the sample bellow. Because of the details on these  
templates they lend themselves to being printed out directly on card although you 
can cut out and draw around the larger ones if you wanted to. If you have printed 

them on to card cut them out and then colour in with marker pens, pencils or paints. 
You can also print directly on to patterned paper then cut them out. To make them 
into frames cut out the middle section by making a small cut with your scissors in 

the centre then cutting out from the middle to the edges. Place the frames over the 
top of patterned papers or other images you want to frame. In the same bellow the 
frames have been coloured with Promarkers then glued on top of stickers, (Cosmo 
Cricket) and re-cut out to give the impression of framed images. When you have 

completed your frames add them to your choice of project to finish.

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A6 Card Size, (4x6”) 

Large Square Card 
Size, (6x6”) 
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 Print off the template sheet. Decide which size of template you would like to work 
with—this will depend on your size of card or other project you’re working on. Once 
you have chosen cut out the corresponding size template, both the diamond shape 

and the T-shirt. Place the T-shirt on a piece of plain card or patterned paper and 
draw around it then cut it out. If you want to you can add stitching around the edge 

of the T-shirt as in the sample bellow. To make the bunting to go on top of the  
T-shirt draw around the diamond shape template on to coloured paper or card five 

times. Cut out the shapes and fold them over where the dotted line is on the  
template. Take a piece of bakers twine or cotton and fold the bunting pieces over 

the top of it then glue the top and bottom halves together to make them stay on the 
string. Tie two knots each side of the end of the string and glue the bunting  

embellishment on top of your T-shirt. Add your choice of message to the bunting or 
leave it plain. Decorate a card blank and add your finished embellishment on top.

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Use the large template above to 
make a large card or you can 

use the smaller sizes bellow as 
embellishments. 
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 Print off the template sheet. The idea with this template is to almost make a flower 
shaped card but there are also smaller versions of the flower you can use to make 
embellishments. To make the huge flower card cut out the large template from the 
sheet. Draw around it on to patterned or plain card and cut it out. Next cut out the 

next layer in of the flower template and draw around it on to a different patterned or 
colour card and cut it out. If you want to you can use decorative edged scissors to 
cut out the circle to give it a different look. Take this circle and glue it to your first 
flower shape in the centre. You can use 3D foam pads if you want to give it more 
volume. Take the template again and cut out the next layer of the flower, another 

circle . Do the same thing with the template drawing around it on to card then cutting 
it out and layering it on top of your flower shape. Keep building up the layers this 

way till you get to the middle and have a completed flower. To make your card make 
a card blank that measures 4x4 inches, (10x10cm). Glue your flower to the card 
blank matching up the bottom edge with the bottom edge of your flower with the  

bottom edge of the card blank so it stands up straight. From here you can add some 
extra embellishments to your flower as you choose.

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 Print off the template sheet. Decide which size of template you would like to work 
with—this will depend on your size of card or other project you’re working on. Once 

you have chosen cut out the corresponding size template. Pick out a piece of  
patterned paper and a piece of coloured card. Draw around the template on to the 
patterned paper and cut out the shape. Next draw around the template on to your 

piece of plain card and cut out the shape. Take the template and cut out the middle 
of the car shape from the middle so you’re left with a card outline. Place this  

template on to your card car and draw around the middle of it then cut out the shape 
from the middle so you have the same car outline shape but cut from card. Doodle 
around the edges of the outline shape with a marker pen, do both the outside and 
the inside. Take the patterned paper car shape you cut out earlier and at this stage 
if you want to you can add your choice of message to it. Glue the outline shape on 
top of the patterned shape to complete your embellishment. Add it to your choice of 

card blank to finish.
