Colour in the image, (or both images if you're using both
the bottles) using marker pens then cut it out leaving a small white boarder
around the edge of the design. Add some cardstock to your base card front then
add a ribbon bow to your card. Add the bottle embellishment over the top of the
bow. Add the message to finish the card.

Print off the template sheet directly onto white cardstock. Choose a size of design

you would like to use. Colour in the image using marker pens then cut it out leav-

ing a small white boarder around the edge of the design. Add some cardstock to

your base card front and some stripes of ribbon then add the bike embellishment
over the top. Add the message to finish the card.

Print off the template sheet directly onto cream cardstock. Choose a size of
design you would like to use. Colour in the image using marker pens then cut it
out leaving a small boarder around the edge of the design. Add some decoration
to your base card front. On the card design bellow one whole piece of patterned
paper has been added to the card front then one shaped piece of patterned
paper over the top with a ribbon bow layered between the two. The bike
embellishment has then been added over the top. The message was stamped
onto a piece of patterned and cut out in a banner shape then added to finish the
card.

Print off the template sheet directly onto white cardstock. Choose a size of design
you would like to use. Colour in the image using marker pens then cut it out in a
rectangle. Round the corners of the rectangle of card. Add some patterned paper
to your base card front then add the piece card over the top. Add the message to
finish the card underneath.
Alternatively you can cut the robot design out of silver card, (or even glitter card)
drawing around the template and cutting it out.

Print off the template sheet directly onto white cardstock. Choose a size of design
you would like to use. Colour in the image using marker pens then cut it out
leaving a small white boarder around the edge of the design. Add some
cardstock to your base card front then add the bowl embellishment over the top.
If you want to you can cut out the fish from a piece of orange paper and glue it to
your card using 3D foam pads just to give the card a little more interest. Cut the
message out from the template sheet printed on card and add it underneath the

fish bowl, (or over the top if you prefer) to finish the card.

Print off the template sheet directly onto white cardstock. Choose a size of design
you would like to use. Colour in the image using marker pens then cut it out
leaving a small white boarder around the edge of the design. Add some
cardstock to your base card front then add the mushroom embellishment over the
top. Cut the message from the template sheet in a strip then add it to your card to
finish it off.

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Cutie Pie

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Cutie Pie

Print off the template sheet. Pick a coloured card or patterned paper you would
like to make the pie from and use a glue stick and small dabs of glue to
temporarily glue the paper over the top of the template size you would like to use.
Put the sheet of paper back in the printer and print the template sheet again so it
prints over the top of the piece if coloured card. Peel the piece of card off the
sheet and cut out the pie from the piece of card. Decorate your card blank with
some patterned paper in the background and stick the pie embellishment in the
foreground. Add the greeting to the card to complete.

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Lighthouse Doodle

Print off the template sheet onto white cardstock. Colour in the size of template
you would like to use on your card. Cut out the design leaving a small white
boarder around the edge. If you'd rather use the design as a template print the
template sheet on a piece of paper and cut out the elements that make up the
design then draw around them onto piece of coloured and/or patterned paper and
cut them out then re-assemble them to create your design.

To make the card bellow a small panel of patterned paper has been given a
stitched boarder using a sewing machine then the lighthouse embellishment has
been added on top along with a heart shape cut out from paper. The wording has
been cut directly from the template sheet that was printed on the white cardstock.

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Jet Plane Doodle

Print off the template sheet directly onto white cardstock. Choose a size of design
you would like to use. Colour in the image using marker pens then cut it out leav-
ing a small white boarder around the edge of the design. Add some cardstock to
your base card front then add the aeroplane embellishment over the top. Add the
message to finish the card.
If you didn’t want to colour in the image print the design onto coloured cardstock
and cut the design out to use already coloured. You can use different colours or
patterns to paper piece your design together.

Have fun!
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Print off the template sheet onto paper. Pick out some orange coloured papers
and some blue coloured paper and one at a time using small dabs of glue stick
glue them over the corresponding parts of the template, (blue for the clouds
orange for the castle and sand). Put the sheet back inside your printer and print
the design again so it prints over the top of the paper pieces. You'll need to
repeat it for all the paper pieces you want to use. Cut out the pieces from the
sheets of paper. Print out another template sheet onto cardstock and cut it out
the sandcastle and clouds out from the white card leaving a small white boarder
around the edges. Reassemble the pieces of the picture cut out from the colours
onto the white piece until the whole picture is coloured. Colour in the flag with
marker pens. Add your completed embellishment to your card to finish.
