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Western Boot Card

Print off the Western Boot template. Cut out the boot shape cutting around the out-
ermost line only, all the way round so you have the boot shape. Fold an A4 piece of
paper in half and place the boot shape on the card matching up the edge with the
dashed line to the folded edge on your card. Draw around the boot shape then cut it
out, still keeping the card folded. Now you have your shaped base card. Pick out
some colours you'd like to use for your card, you can go for tan/leather colours or
prints etc. Cut the heal and sole part off the boot template and draw around that on
to black card. Draw around the boot shape on to your choice of card and cut out
both the heal and boot pieces. Attach them both to your shaped card blank, match-
ing the edges up to position them correctly. Next cut the pocket shape from the tem-
plate, keep it as a whole shape first and draw around on to card and then cut off the
top flap and draw around that again on to card. Cut out the pocket pieces and attach
them to your card. If you'd like to make it an actual pocket on your card leave the
top part open. Add a bit of decoration to finish off with.

Daffodil Template

With this template one sheet will make one flower so first you need to
decide how many you would like to make. You can have one on a gift
tag or a card or make a small bunch of flowers. Print the template sheet
on to a medium weight yellow card stock. If you don't have yellow card
you can use you can use plain card and decorate the uppermost layers
of your flower with yellow paints or chalks.

Each of the flower pieces on the template is numbered, these numbers
indicate how the pieces are layered. So we start with number one and
then two and then four and then three. Cut out all the pieces from the
template and layer them together like that. You can use something like
silicon glue or foam pads or even just craft foam pieces and glue,
something that will create dimension and give the 3D look when layering
the ‘trumpet’ part of the daffodil (2). The other layers (3-4) should be
attached flat as these should appear to be in the centre of the trumpet.
You can give shape to the outer petals by curling them with a ruler. You
can also add dimension as I've done in the sample by inking the upper-
most edges with a slightly darker than your card colour inkpad.

| love making Easter cupcakes with the dab of icing on top and some mini chocolate
eggs, so much fun! So I thought why not recreate that in a card! You could make
them as Easter cards or tags for gifts, or use them as table decorations or even a
cute banner decoration! If you don’t want to make an Easter cupcake make it up as
a birthday cupcake card instead.
To make the shaped card cut out the two larger cupcake pieces from the template
sheet. Fold a piece of A4 or A5 card in half and place the case piece on your card
matching up the dashed line to the fold on your card. Draw around the shape and
cut it out while the card is still folded to
create your shaped base card. Next draw around the whole cupcake shape on to
another sheet of card in your choice of colour you would like your cupcake to be
(cream for vanilla brown for chocolate etc). Cut out the shape. Next separate the
cupcake case from the cupcake
template shape and draw around that on to some plain or patterned
paper. Cut it out and attach it to the other cupcake piece you’ve cut out. Decorate up
some more with the mini egg shapes or sprinkles, candles etc whatever you'd like to
decorate it with. Once you’ve finished attach your cupcake to your base card,
matching up the bottom edge and the sides.

Make up the smaller topper shape in the same way but without making the shaped
base card.

3D Blossom Flower

This template has two sheets so you need to print of both pages (7-8).
On the sheet each of the flowers is numberedl to 5. This is the order in
which you need to layer the pieces up so the easiest way to do it is to
cut out each flower from the template one at a time. Start with piece 1,
cut it from the template sheet and place it on to plain or patterned card/
paper and draw around. Cut the shape out and put to one side. Next cut
out piece 2 from the template sheet, draw around the same and cut out.
Do this in turn for each piece. Once they're all cut out layer them up
starting with 1 at the bottom and working up to 5 at the top. You can use
3D foam pads or similar or you can add dimension by curling the petals
up with a ruler on the edges.

You can use the button template from the sheet to attach to the center
or use an actual button or anything else you wish to add. The card will fit
on a large square card blank (6x6 size).

Alternatively you can simply choose to use one of the flowers in the size
required for your project.

Cute Elephant Card

Print off the template and cut out both elephant shapes from the sheet. Fold a piece
of A4 card in half (or use a card blank) and place the card template shape on to it
matching the dashed line on the template up to the fold on your card, draw around

the shape and cut it out keeping the card folded. You should now have your shaped

base card.

Next pick out some plain or patterned paper you'd like to use for your elephant
design and draw around the whole elephant shape template on to it. Cut out the
shape and attach it to the front of your base card. Next cut the ear shape from the
elephant template and draw around on to more card. You can use the same pattern
or a different one. Give it some depth by attaching it with foam pads to your card.
Finally add on some detail with a black gel pen and your choice of message to
finish. How about a card for a belated birthday or a different style of baby card?

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Birdie Cage Card

The easiest way to make up this card is to print the template directly onto card. So
first print the Birdie Cage template onto a medium weight piece of card, On the tem-
plate the bird cage template piece has
sections with ‘cut’ on them. These are the pieces to cut out and you do this first by
making a small hole in each of the sections and then cutting into them with your
scissors. If you are competent with a craft knife you could also use your craft knife to
cut out these pieces. Once you've done that cut the outside of the bird cage piece
out to give you your shape. I've painted my bird cage with acrylic paint so if you
want to do the same do that now. Otherwise you can cover it with patterned paper
or colour with inks or glitter etc.

Next cut out the bird, mirror and tray
from the template sheet and draw
around each one onto different coloured
card. Use something shiny for the mirror.
Once all your pieces are cut out and
decorated you can choose how you'd
like to assemble your card. You can
make it into a card that can be hung from
the top rather than stand up or you can
attach it to the front of a card blank or
folded piece of A4 and trim the edges to
the same shape. To make a hanging
card, draw around the birdcage shape
on to a plain piece of card and cut it out.
Arrange the bird and the mirror so they
appear like they’re hanging inside. Place
the bird cage piece over the top and
stick down when you’re happy. Stick the
dish to the outside somewhere along the
bottom edge. Make a hole in the top of
the birdcage and tie on some thread or
ribbon. Add your message or
extra embellishments as you wish to
finish.

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Fairy Town Popup card

To make the pop up card fold a piece of A4 card in half. Working along the folded
edge measure and mark 6.5 cm from both the left and right edges. Make a mark on
the fold and then make another mark 5¢cm from the folded edge up to the middle
then join up the marks so you have a rectangle drawn on your card. Cut along the
two lines from the fold (but don’t cut the fold) then score along the other line.

Open the card up and push the middle part you've
cut out upwards from the back folding it along the
line you've scored so you have a kind of step in the
ccore middle of your card. Close your card back up and
open it again to check the pop up effect is working.
Cover the outside of the card to mask the hole in
your card. You can do this with either another
folded piece of card or with some patterned paper.

Now use your template sheet to create your pop up scene inside. Use the outline
piece to create the shape of the scene, draw around it on to card, cut out and attach
it to the front of the step bit inside your card. Now use the detailed scene which you
can either print straight on to card and colour in or cut out the individual pieces and
draw around on to card then reassemble on your card to create the scene. Decorate
the front of your card as you wish, perhaps with something like once upon a time....

etc. You could even use the book card crafty template to make the outside of your

card look like a fairy tale book?

Butterfly Card

This is a simple card to make but it can look really effective! You can
use the triangle shape card template to attach other shapes on to too to
give the impression they're floating or flying.

So first print out the butterfly template and cut out both the butterfly
shape and the triangle. Fold a piece of A5 card in half (or you can use a
small card blank) and place the triangle template on it matching one of

the shorter edges up to the fold line on your card. Draw around it and
then cut out to create your base card.

Next draw around the butterfly shape on to some light weight card. If
you use anything too heavy it will tip the card when it's stood up so
choosing something lightweight will mean it will stand up easier and you
can also add layers and more decoration to your card. Cut out your but-
terfly shape from the card. Cover it with patterned paper or decorate it
however else you'd like to. Cut the inner wing pieces from the template
and draw around those onto more card and then attach those to your
butterfly. You can make the antennas out of craft wire threaded with
beads for a different look or simple cut them from the template and
cover them with glitter! Cover your triangle base card with paper and
then attach on your butterfly while your triangle shape is standing up so
the bottom wing lies flat and enables your card to stand.

Don’t cut along
the dashed line that's to match up with your fold.

Fold a piece of yellow A4 card in half and place the body template on to
it matching the dashed line on the template up to the fold on the card,
draw around and cut out to create your shaped base card.

Next Draw around the body, tail, wing and head pieces on to some plain
yellow card (you can use your leftover bits from your base card) and cut
them out. Rub a brown or white inkpad around the edges and then layer
the head and wing pieces up on to the body. Attach them with 3D foam
pads or similar to give them dimension. Attach the tail to the back of
your base card and attach your chick to the front. You can colour his
feet in orange if you like.
