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Milkshake Card 
 

Print off the milkshake template sheet twice. Take one of the sheets and cut out the 
whole of the shape around the outermost line except for the straw, leave that on the 

template sheet and cut across it. Cut out the straw shape from the other printed 
template sheet.  

Fold a piece of A4 card in half and place the milkshake template on the card match-
ing the dashed line on the template up to the fold on your card so the frothy top part 
overlaps and then draw around the bottom half. Cut out the shape keeping the card 

folded so you now have your shaped base card. 
Now take the template piece and draw around it on to a piece of white card. Cut out 

the shape and glue it to the front of your base card, matching up the edges. Next 
take the template again and cut out the separate parts, the milkshake pieces and 

the frothy top. Draw around these on to coloured card or patterned paper, however 
you’d like to depict your milkshake. Draw around the straw shape on to card and 
cover with patterned paper or decorate with pens etc. Arrange each of the pieces 

ont the front of your base card, making sure the straw overlaps the frothy top but is 
underneath the milkshake bit. Glue them to your base card. 

Why not try making the initial glass shaped base card from acetate , you can use a 
wax crayon, pencil or marker pen to draw around the template shape on to the ace-
tate then cut out as normal. Use a dry clear glue when attaching your coloured milk-

shake pieces. 
Have fun! 
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Love Muffin Card 
 

You can make lots of different styles of card with this template simply by 
changing which size of topper template you choose to use. You can use 

one large one on a A6 size card blank as in the sample bellow or you 
could use one or several of the smaller ones. To make a topper first 
print off the love muffin template and cut out around the whole of the 
outside of the muffin size you would like to use. Place it on a piece of 
card and draw around the whole of  the shape then cut it out. Take the 
template again and cut off the case part and the icing from the top (the 
top three layers are the icing) Draw around each of the pieces on to dif-
ferent coloured and/or patterned card/paper. Once the pieces are cut 

out you can ink around the edges of the pieces if you choose to. Assem-
ble them on top of the whole shape you cut out first. If you want to use 

the heart on top cut that shape from the template and draw around onto 
pink or red card then stick down so it’s peeking from the top. That’s it 

you should now have your topper ready to stick to your card or whatever 
else you’d like to decorate. You can add further detail if you wish, maybe 
use beads as sprinkles on top or add glitter or buttons or anything else 

you can think up. Have fun! 
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Love Bunny Card 
 

Print off the love bunny template and cut out the bunny and the heart 
shape. Draw around the bunny onto coloured card (whatever colour 

you’d like your bunny to be) then cut it out. Trace off or copy the detail of 
the face on to your card and draw around the edges with black pen. 

Draw around the heart shape onto pink or red card and cut out. Cut the 
smaller heart from the template and draw around onto another piece of 

card or paper then stick over the top of the larger shape. You can  
embellish your heart more if you wish to. Now choose a card blank (or 

make one from folded  A4 card) and arrange the heart and bunny so the 
bunny appears to be hugging the heart. Once you’re happy stick down 
both pieces. You can trim around the edges and overlap the heart with 

the fold on your card to make a shaped card if you wish to.

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Two Spoon Sundae Card 
 

Print off the sundae template and cut out the whole shape, making sure you stick to 
the outermost line don’t cut into any of the detail yet. Place the shape onto some 

plain or patterned card the colour you would like your glass to be and draw around it 
then cut out. Now you can cut the detail from the template, the spoons, top of the 

icecream (leave all three scoops still together and the layers. Draw around the lay-
ers onto different colours of card or paper to represent various flavours of icecream 
and sauce. Draw around the spoons onto silver card. The iceream scoops on top 

draw around three times onto three different colours of card then cut off one part of 
each colour to give the appearance of the three separate pieces. Layer the pieces 
onto your glass shape matching up the edges to get them in the correct positions. 

Stick down when your happy. Now you have your sundae topper you can embellish 
more if you choose to. Attach to the front of a long tall card blank and add your 

choice of message to finish. You can use acetate over the glass shape or glossy 
paint or glue if you would like to give the appearance of a real glass.

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Heart Throb Card 
 

You can again use this template in a number of different ways. The basic idea is to 
build up the layers of the heart to give a three dimensional effect. 

Print off the template and cut out around the outermost line. Draw around the  
template on to coloured or patterned card then cut out. Now cut out around the next 

line in on the template and draw around again on a different colour or pattern of 
card. Cut out this heart shape and stick it over the larger one so it’s in the center of it 

leaving an equal boarder around the edge. Follow this pattern until you have 
reached the last layer on the template. You can stop before the last layer if you wish 
to. Attaching a patterned piece in the center can work to give the card a focal point. 
Or you can choose to put your greeting inside the middle or anything else you wish 

to. 
Once you’ve made your heart shape you can attach it to a card front or perhaps 
leave as is and decorate the other side the same way to make a hanging card or  

ornament.  
Have fun! 
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The outermost line is in green so you can cut the 
whole shape out and then cut out the individual 

shapes from different colours or patterns.

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From Me to You Card 
 

Another fun and different card idea that can be used for many different occasions. 
Print off the template and cut it out. The outermost line has been printed in green so 

it’s easier to follow as you’re cutting around the outside edge. Cut along all of the 
green lines so you have the whole shape cut out. Draw around it on to plain card 

and cut out the shape. Next cut out all the individual pieces on the template. Leave 
the 2 on the arrow as this will make it easier to draw around the arrow shape. Once 

you have drawn around the arrow shape you can cut out the 2 from the template 
and draw around that. Use different colours or patterns of paper for each of the 

pieces to give them an individual appearance. Re arrange all the pieces on to the 
whole shape you cut out earlier and stick down. Draw around all the edges with a 
black or coloured pen and write on your message. If you’re not confident handwrit-
ing on your card you can use rub ons or stickers for your message. When you’ve 

done attach it to the front of a large square card blank or any other card blank you’d 
like. You can make it overlap the edges of a smaller sized card blank for a different 

look.

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Card blank template 
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Love Letter Card 
 

Print off the love letter template and cut out the whole shape first, cutting along the 
outermost edge only. Place it on to a piece of blank card and draw around. Cut out 

the shape from the card and put to one side. Now separate the arrow from the  
envelope on the template Draw around both pieces of the arrow shape on to one 
colour or pattern of card/paper. Do the same with the heart and envelope piece. 
Next separate the heart shape fro the envelope and the bottom and sides of the  
envelope. Draw around the heart on to red or pink paper or card and cut out the 

shape. Choose either the same pattern for the envelope sides and bottom or pick a 
different one to give the impression on your card of the envelope being lined. Draw 
around and cut out all the envelope pieces. Arrange all the cut out pieces onto the 
whole shape you cut out earlier and stick down when you’re happy with them. You 
can embellish further as you wish. Add on your message with stamps, stickers, rub 
ons or whatever you have. Finally draw around the outside of the shapes with a pen 

then attach your shape to your choice of card blank.

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Vase of Flowers Card 
 

Print off the vase of flowers template and cut out all the shapes. Take a sheet of A4 
card and fold it in half. Place the vase template on your folded card matching up the 

dashed line on the template to the fold on your card then draw around the shape. 
Cut it out keeping the card folded so you now have your shaped base card.  

Next draw around the flower shapes on to more coloured card and cut them out. Ink 
around the edges of the shapes to create a feeling of depth, it also gives the edges 
a softer look. Now you’ll need to make some stalks for your flowers. You can use off 

cuts of card or maybe try something different such as springs or perhaps ribbon 
glued on to card. When you’ve created your stalks stick them to the backs of the 

flower shapes. If you want to cover up any gluing on the back as it will show you can 
cut out more flower shapes and attach them over the backs. Next arrange your flow-
ers so they appear to be coming from the top of the vase. Glue them to the front of 
your card and allow them to overlap the top. You can use an envelope as a guide. 

On the card sample I used a DL size envelope as a guide of where to place the 
flowers so I knew the finished card would fit inside that size of envelope. You can 

choose a large shape envelope and more flowers If you like. Finally draw around the 
vase shape again this time on to a colour or pattern of paper you would like your 

vase to be, cut it out and glue it over the top of your card so it covers over the flower 
stalks. You can add a message or more detail to the vase if you choose to.

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Big Hugs Bear Card 
 

This template sheet has been designed so you can choose to make a shaped card 
or a card topper to add to a card blank or use to decorate anything else you choose 

(notebook, scrapbook page etc).  
To make the shaped card you’ll need to print off both bear template sheets. Cut out 
the shaped base card template and cut the large bear topper from the other sheet 
being careful to cut around the outermost edge, don’t cut into any of the detail yet. 
Now take a sheet of A4 card and fold it in half, it can be any colour you choose as 
you’re going to be decorating the whole of the front so the colour will only show on 
the inside. Place the base card template on the folded A4 matching the dashed line 
to the fold and then draw around the shape and cut it out keeping the card folded to 
create your shaped base card. Next draw around the large bear shape on to some 
brown card (or use a different colour if you’d like to change the colour of your bear). 
Cut out the shape and place it on your base card, matching it up at the bottom so 
the top overlaps. Now you can cut out the detail from the template, bears paws, 
ears, nose and the heart shape and draw arpund them onto more coloured card. 
You can rub an inkpad around the edges if you like before sticking them to your 

base card to give a furry look. Place your chosen message on the heart (or you can 
leave it plain). Trace the face detail from the template on to your card and fill in with 

black pen to finish. 
 
 
 

To make the topper simple follow the 
same instructions as above but with-

out making the shaped base card. 
For different looks try experimenting 

with using fabrics to cover the shapes 
and make your bear. You can also 

change the message to make it suit-
able for many different occasions.
