Print out the template on to regular office weight cardstock. Glue each of the pieces to the back of your patterned paper you
want to use for each piece of the house, (you may want to make the roof a different colour/pattern to the sides for instance).
Re-cut out the gingerbread house pieces. Score along the dashed lines and fold the shapes up to form the house. Glue the
sides of the house on using the flaps on the house end 1 and base piece then glue the house end 2 in place to form the house
structure. Score the roof down the middle and fold it in half then fix it on using the flaps. If you wanted to you could also bend
the roof around instead of folding it.

Add on the roof decorations on the edges of the roof then fold them down. Add the door gluing it on the front of your house
then glue the porch roof piece on the top of it adding some glue along the edge and gluing it on. From here you can decorate
your house as you choose. If you wanted to make a stand for it cut a piece of card or patterned paper in a shape of you choice
then glue your house on top and decorate the base with trees, fake snow etc.

You can also use the house as a gift box by temporarily fixing one side of the roof on with tape so it can be taken off to reveal
the qift inside.

Have fun!
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Print off the template sheet. Cut out both pieces, don't cut along the dashed lines. Place
both template pieces on a sheet of card, draw around them and cut them out. Alternatively
you could print the template straight on to card and cut out the pieces. When you have the
pieces cut out score along the dashed lines as shown on the template. Fold up the side
flaps and fold down the middle of the large piece then glue the folded down half to the flaps
to create the pocket. Take the other piece of card and glue a ribbon pull on one end. Make
the ribbon pull from a small off cut of ribbon folded in half and glued in place. Slide the piece
of card inside the pocket. The gift card or money, tickets etc go on top of this piece of card
and are slid into the pocket. You can hold them in place if needed by tying a piece of ribbon
around the contents and the card before popping it in the pocket. Decorate the front of the
pocket to finish.

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Base Card Template

Wallet Edge Template
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Print off the template sheet and cut out the pieces. Don’t cut along the dashed lines. Use
the base card template to make your base card by folding a piece of 6x12 inches piece of
card or card weight patterned paper in half then placing the template up to the fold, drawing
around it and cutting it out, (the base card is a 5.5 inch square card). Your base card needs
to be a tent fold one so if you're using patterned paper make sure the pattern is going from
top to bottom. Next draw around the other template on to some more of the same card or
paper you used for your base card. Mark the place of the dashed line from the template and
score along this line onto your cut out piece. With your card out so the opening edge is to
the bottom, (a tent fold card) glue the cut out piece to the bottom edge using the flap. Turn
your card over so the large flap comes right around your card. Open your card out and cut
1.5 inches from the inside edge. If you want to you can also use a decorative boarder punch
or scissors to make a boarder along the edge. Glue down the sides to make your pocket.
Complete by adding your money, tickets etc to the pocket then sealing up the front with a
sticker or a glued down piece of card over the shaped flap. Add a ribbon bow to finish.

Pocket Template

Embellishment Template
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Print out the template sheet and cut out all the template pieces. Cut a piece of 12x12 card
or card weight patterned paper to 6x12 inches and fold it in half. Take the card blank tem-
plate and place it on your folded piece of card so the dashed line is on the fold. Draw
around the template. Keep the card folded then cut out the template shape to create your
base card. This base card will fit in a standard C6 envelope. Next draw around the pocket
template on to your remaining paper or card and cut it out. Score and fold along the dashed
lines as shown on the template. As you fold the flaps over put double-sided tape on the tops
of them. Peel off the tape backing and press the sides down so the corners stick together
then stick your pocket on the inside of the card so the folded edge of the pocket lines up to
the fold on your card. The open end of your pocket should be on the right side of your card.

Draw around the embellishment template on to a different patterned paper or coloured card
complimentary to your base card. Glue some ribbon around your card and leave the ends
loose on the opening end of your card. Glue the embellishment on the front of your card so
it's central and over the top of the ribbon. Add some decoration to the middle of your card.
You can also decorate the inside of the card too if you want to. When you've finished add
your gift card, money etc in the pocket and then close the card and tie it together with the
ribbon ends trimming them to neaten.
Have fun!
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Print off the template sheet. Cut out some rectangles of card and patterned paper in colours
you would like to use for your tags and temporarily glue them over the top of each printed
template on the sheet. Put the template sheet back into your printer and print out the sheet
again so it prints over the top of the pieces of card. Remove the pieces from the template
sheet and cut them out. Decorate them as you choose. Glue each of the tags to white or
cream card and re-cut them out, you can leave a small boarder on them if you choose.
Punch holes in the areas indicated on the designs and thread bakers twine or ribbon
through them for hangers. If you want you can use a to and from stamp on the back.

Cone Template

Cone Top Template
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To make this simple but effective gift you'll need felt, ribbon, stuffing and some quick drying glue.
Print out the template sheet. Cut out the cone template piece and place it on a piece of felt then cut
around it. On the diagonal fold the two sides of the felt in towards each other and glue the
overlapping edges together to form the cone shape.

Cut out the circle template, place it on some felt and cut around it. Push stuffing inside the cone and

glue the round piece of felt on the top to seal it inside. To make the roses cut out a piece of felt using

the rolled rose template or cut a piece of felt to about 30cm long and around 1.5cm wide. Starting at
one end roll up the felt a little.

Keeping the felt tight in your fingers fold it over and then start rolling around again. Keep rolling it
around and make twists every now and then as you roll. Keep it held tight because if you let go all
your hard work will be lost! When you get to the end add a dab of quick drying glue, (a cool melt glue
gun works well) then fold the end underneath so it sticks on the bottom of your rose. Glue the roses
as you make them to your cone. The roses can also be made with ribbon if you prefer. To make the
middles a different colour begin by rolling one colour of felt or ribbon first then rolling around a
second colour.
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Add some leaf shapes cut out from green felt or fabric to fill in the gaps leftover. To finish off tie a
piece of ribbon around the middle and add a bow. If you wanted to you could add a miniature gift tag
tied to the ribbon too.

This could also be made as a pomander if you wanted to stuff it with lavender etc.

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Figurine template
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Optional smaller
templates for cards as a
brooch or as a gift tag.
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This cute little owl is a great fun figuring to make. He can be used as a pin cushion or just
as a fun decorative accessory. The smaller sizes can be made into a brooch or added to
hair accessories too. Print out the template and cut out the owl template you want to use
around the outermost edge. Place it on a piece of felt and cut around it twice to make two
owl shapes. Next cut the template up into the separate pieces that make up the owl design.
Place each one onto felt and cut around them. If you wanted to you can use fabric for the
lower half of the owl to make it patterned. Lay all the separate cut out pieces on top of one
of the whole owl shape pieces of felt. If you want to you can keep them in place by gluing
them down with a glue stick. Next stitch around each of the pieces with coloured embroidery
thread. Take the other owl shape and hold both together so the stitching on the first shape
in covered over. Stitch almost all the way around the edge, leave a one inch gap before you
get to the end and push some stuffing inside to shape it out, (if you're making an owl brooch
you might want to keep it flat so don’t add stuffing or just add a little). Stitch up the last bit to
seal in the stuffing. If you want to add more decoration to your owl you can do, maybe add a
ribbon bow tie or a bow on the head.

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Keyring Size Template

Other size templates to use on
cards or as gift tags.
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As well as a cute cupcake keyring you could also make this up as a gift tag or a decoration
for a card or make it into a brooch. Print out the template and cut out the cupcake template
you want to use around the outermost edge. Place it on a piece of felt and cut around it.
Next cut the template up into the separate pieces that make up the cupcake design. Place
each one onto felt and cut around them. If you wanted to you can use fabric for the cake
case part to make it patterned. Lay all the separate cut out pieces on top of the cupcake
shape. If you want to you can keep them in place by gluing them down with a glue stick.
Next stitch around each of the pieces with coloured embroidery thread. When your pieces
are stitched together add some fabric glue or use a glue gun and glue the cupcake to an-
other piece of felt to cover over the thread at the back. Cut it out around the edge. To make
it into a keyring punch a hole in the top left corner and set an eyelet in to it. Add the keyring
fixing it through the hole. If you wanted to make it into a brooch glue on the brooch back or
you could glue it on a hair elastic or a hair band to make a hair accessory.

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Different sizes to suit
your size of card or
other project.
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Print out the template sheet. Pick out a plain card or patterned paper you would like to use
for your cassette embellishment and cut a piece out to fit over the top of the template size
you would like to use. Temporarily glue the card over the template design and pop the sheet
back in your printer then print the template off again so it prints over the top of the piece of
card. Peel the card off the template sheet and cut out the cassette embellishment. If you
want to decorate your cassette with different patterns print the cassette design onto two
different patterned papers and then cut out the pieces then layer them up. Add your
embellishment to your card and then add your message alongside it to finish.

Have fun!
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Print out the template sheet. Cut out the star shape, these will form your banner so you
need to first decide how long you would like it and then determine how many stars to draw
around and cut out. On the banner sample I've cut out six stars and that made a banner of

just over 1.5 meters long. When you have your chosen amount of stars cut out punch holes
in the corners indicated on the template. String together each star with cord or ribbon then
make two loops on the end stars to hang your garland. Cut out the numbers from the
template sheet and draw around each one on to coloured card or print them off from the
sheet on to a piece of card and cut them out. Once you’ve cut them out add a number to
your middle four stars to read 2011. If you want to add some more decoration you can do.
