Doodling Technigque

Grab your pens and have a go at doodling on your cards!

There are many different
pens you can use, | tend
to use a gel pen, mostly
Pilot G1 gel pens which
you can get in lots of dif-
ferent colours. If you have
a favourite pen already
just use that one.

There are many things you can do but the main point of doodling is to not fuss too
much about how neat you are with it, the less neat it is usually the more effective it

looks.

With Crafty Templates you always have something to copy or an edge to work with
and this makes it much easier to doodle following the edge or pattern.
There are a few different outline doodling you can try. Have a go doodling around

edges like these....

Dashed Doodling

Start drawing the outline
and when you feel like
you have to stop, stop
drawing the line but
instead of starting again
leave a gap and draw
two little vertical dashed
then start the outline
again till you get to the
end.

Dashed Dot Doodling

This is just like dashed
doodling but instead of
vertical dashes make

dots with the end of your

pen the start the line
again.

Furry Edge Doodling

As you draw your
Outline every so often
make a rocky up and
down movement with
your pen. This is a
good one for things
like teddy bears and
animals to give the
effect of a furry edge.

Dot Doodling

This is an easy one,
instead of a line around
your edge make little
circles with your pen all
around the edge.
