Print off the template sheet and then decide which size template you would like to 
use. Pick out your card blank size first and then choose the size that fits it the 
best. Next take a piece of white card large enough to fit over the cow template 
and some yellow card large enough for the moon and the stars. Add some glue 
stick to the back of the card pieces and glue them over the top of the template 
sheet. Pop the sheet back in your printer and print the template again, (page 1) 
so it prints over the top of the card pieces. Peel off the pieces and cut them out. 
Next print the cow image onto a black piece of card, gluing it over the top of the 
template sheet and printing in the same way. Cut out the spots, hooves and end 

of the cows tail from the black card and glue them onto the white cut out cow.  
Finally assemble all the pieces onto your card blank and add your message to 

finish. In the card sample bellow the embellishments have been glued to a circle 
of cut out card. Another circle of patterned paper was fixed to the card blank first 

then the card circle on top and the alphabet stickers added around the edge. 
Experiment with the template sheet, use it as a template drawing around the 

pieces and cutting them out. You could have a go at making the embellishments 
out of felt and stitching the details on top.

Print off the template sheet and then decide which size template you would like to 
use. Pick out your card blank size first and then choose the size that fits it the 
best. There’s also the option to use the larger size template as a shaped card 

drawing around the cut out template onto a folded piece of card, matching up the 
left edge or the top edge with the fold on the card then adding the whole cut out 

shape as an embellishment over the top. 
To make the embellishment cut out the individual pieces that make up the clock 
and draw around them onto corresponding coloured or patterned cardstock. Re-
assemble all the pieces and glue them down. For the mouse print him or draw 

around him onto white or grey cardstock and colour the details with a pink marker 
pen. Glue the mouse next to the clock or at it’s base and then add on a message 

to your card to complete it.

Cut out the pieces and glue them over the top of the 
brown horse to decorate it.  Add your horse embellishment to your card blank 

over the top of a piece of patterned paper and add the message to your card to 
finish.

Print off the template sheet and then decide which size template you would like to 
use. Pick out your card blank size first and then choose the size that fits it the 

best. Next take a piece of patterned paper large enough to fit over the kettle tem-
plate you’re using. Add some glue stick to the back of the paper and glue it over 

the top of the template sheet. Pop the sheet back in your printer and print the 
template again, (page 7) so it prints over the top of the paper piece. Peel off the 
paper piece and cut it out leaving a boarder. Print it out again in the same way 

using the same paper but this time cut it out so it’s up to the edge. 
Fix the two pieces together with 3D foam pads. Add a piece of ribbon across the 
front of your card blank and tie a bow in the end. Glue a piece of patterned paper 
slightly smaller than your card blank to your card then add your embellishment on 

top. Add your message and any further embellishment you choose to finish.

sheep and draw around it onto black card then cut it out and glue it over the top 
of the whole sheep shape. Next cut the sheep head out of the template piece and 
draw around it onto kraft coloured card, draw on the face details and then glue it 
to your sheep. Next cut out the three bags and draw around them onto patterned 

paper and cut them out. Draw around the heart shapes on the bags on to kraft 
coloured card and cut them out then glue them to each of the bags. Cut out a  

rectangle of kraft coloured card so it’s large enough to fit your assembled  
embellishments on and glue them to it. Add a piece of card or patterned paper to 
your card blank then add your embellishment piece on top. Add your message to 

the card to finish.

Next cut 
out the template into the three separate pieces, the case, the top of the cake and 

the candle. Draw around these three pieces onto each of the papers and cut 
them out. Reassemble the cake pieces on the whole cake shape and glue them 
down. Finally add the letter B, copy the letter onto a piece of plain card and cut it 
out then glue it to the cake. You could also use a large alphabet letter if you like. 
Add the embellishment to a piece of patterned paper cut out then glue it to your 
card blank. Add the message to a piece of patterned or plain paper and add it to 

your card then add a ribbon bow underneath.

Print off the template sheet and then decide which size template you would like to 
use. There are two sizes that include the tree and then some owls you can 

choose to use individually on cards or as gift tags etc. To make the card with the 
tree pick out a card blank you want to use then match up the right edge of the 

card to the tree size that fits it, you might want to make a card blank in a size to fit 
it if you don’t have a ready made one. Cut out the tree from the template sheet 
and draw around it onto patterned or plain paper then cut it out. Cut out the tree 

truck from the template and draw around it on to a different pattern or colour. 
Glue the truck to the tree shape then glue the tree to your card blank matching it 

up with the right edge and the top edge. Next draw around the owl shape and 
draw on his face details. Make is tummy a different pattern and glue it on top. 
Add the owl embellishment to the tree on your card. Add the message to your 
card and then add any other embellishments to your card you choose to finish.

Print off the template sheet directly onto card and another copy on to paper and 
then decide which size template you would like to use. Pick out your card blank 
size first and then choose the size that fits it the best. Next cut out the template 
from the paper and cut out the separate pieces. Draw around the boat onto a 

green coloured card and the sea onto a blue card. Cut out the template from the 
sheet of card leaving a boarder around the edge. Glue the boat and the sea to 
the card piece and then add colour with parker pens to the card and the owl. If 
you want to you can cut out the owls tummy from the paper template sheet and 
draw around that onto patterned paper to make it patterned then glue it on your 
embellishment. You can add more detail to the embellishment as you choose, 

maybe make the sea more textured with some more colours in it or some glitter 
glue. When you’ve finished your embellishment cut out a matt for it. In the sample 

two Nestabilities dies have been used to make matts for the embellishment. 
When you’ve finished glue the whole thing together and add it to the front of your 

card blank.
