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Funky Flowers Card

Print out the template and cut out each of the flowers. Take three different coloured
or patterned papers/card and match them up to the three flowers then draw around
each one and cut out. Cut out all three flower stalks and draw around onto green
card then cut them out. Stick the flower heads to the stalks. Take each flower again
and cut out the round part, draw around this onto more patterned paper and add
them to each flower. Arrange on your choice of card blank. You can use the tem-
plate to make a 5x7 card blank, which is the size I've used for the sample bellow. Or
you can use a card blank you may already have. Add your choice of message to
your card to finish.

Truck Card

To make a shaped card, print out the template and cut out the shaped card template
(largest one) cutting around the outside of the template only. Take a piece of col-
oured A4 card (the colour you would like your truck to be ) and fold it in half. Place
the template on the card, matching the dashed line on the template to the fold on
your card, draw around and cut out the shape to make your base card.

Next cut the window and the wheel shapes from the template. Draw around these
onto different coloured card or paper, cut them out ink around the edges with an ink-
pad then stick them to your card. Ink around the whole of the outside of the card to
finish.

From here you can leave as is or you can embellish some more if you like. Add a
message or a name to personalize or any other embellishments you wish to.

Experiment with the materials you use to cut out your birdie from. Maybe use fabric

or felt, plain card or patterned/embossed card. Maybe even glitter card for a glittery

birdie!

Square cat is a bit fun and funky so he likes to be made up in bright fun colours!
There are a couple of ways you can use this template you can print out the template
and cut it out to draw around or you can print directly onto coloured card and colour

him in as I've don't with the sample bellow. The template is printed on the green
card and cut out then I've added colour with marker pens. The card blank has been

made from pink card using the card blank template on the sheet but you can use
any card blank you may have. Apply the cat shape to the front of your card and
you’re done.
If you want to use the cat shape as a template print him out then cut out as a whole
shape, all the way around. Separate his head and body pieces and his feet and tail.
Draw around these on to coloured card or paper and cut out. Then cut out the other
detail parts of the template, the whiskers, nose, inner ears, eyes and front paws.
Draw around these onto card or paper and cut out. Reassemble the pieces on the
front of your choice of card and stick down.

Square Bunny Card

There are a couple of ways you can use this template you can print out the template
and cut it out to draw around or you can print directly onto coloured card and colour
him in. In the sample bellow I've used felt to cut out the shapes of the template. To
do this, print out the template just on paper then cut out as a whole shape, all the
way around. Separate his head and body pieces. Pin them onto the felt and cut out

the pieces (or you can hold them on the felt as you cut around if you prefer to). Then
cut out the other detail parts of the template and cut them out in the same way. Re-
assemble the pieces and either glue them with a fabric glue or sew them together.
Stitch or draw on with marker pen the nose and eyes or use googley eyes as I've

done in the sample. Glue to your card blank to finish. If you don’t want to use felt
you can do same but substitute it for card or patterned paper.

Draw
around these onto card or paper and cut out. Reassemble the pieces on the front of
your choice of card and stick down.

Mosaic Star Card

Print out the template and cut out each piece of the star. Draw around onto col-
oured card or paper (or patterned if you like) and cut out each piece then ink around
the edges with an inkpad. Cut another piece of card or paper about 13 cm square,
assemble the star on this piece and glue down when you're happy with the position.
Stamp a message around the edge if you like then ink around the edge too.
Next either use a pre made square card blank or make one from a piece of A4 card
folded and trimmed down to 14cm x 14cm. Tie a piece of string or ribbon around the
square piece of card your star is on and glue this to the front of your card blank to
finish you card.

Give the card infinitely different looks just by changing the colours of card or paper
you use, stamp onto the papers or use fabric or patterned papers.

Umbrella Card

Print off the template. Get a selection of patterned paper off cuts or make some by

stamping onto plain paper or card. | picked out different striped patterned papers for

my umbrella. Take the template and cut out the whole thing all around the outermost

edge. Cut off the handle and draw around that onto a different patterned or plain pa-
per, cut it out and put to one side. Take the top part of the umbrella template and
number each of the sections. This will help you to identify each piece as you cut it
off the template and draw around each onto a different patterned paper. Do this for

each of the umbrella sections.

Next you need to either make a card blank or use a pre made one. To make a
square one simply fold a piece of A4 card in half and trim the edges (but not the
folded edge) to 14cm. Arrange the pieces of the umbrella on the front of you card
and glue down. Now take some coloured card for your message, you can use the
message from the template simply by printing off the template a second time on to
the card or you can make your own message to add to the card. Cut out the mes-
sage and glue onto your card. Finish off your card by inking around the edges with
an inkpad and adding a little bit of fake stitching with a black pen on the umbrella

and around the edges of the card too if you like.

Briefcase Card

Print out the template on a piece of A4 paper. Take a piece of black coloured A4
card and stick the template sheet on it applying glue around the edge only. Score
along the dashed lines on the template (so you're scoring directly over the printed
lines on the template) with a ruler and a embossing stylus or a ball point pen. Cut
out the template, cutting through the printed paper template and the card in one.

You'll need to cut out the inside of the handle bit too, make a hole in it then cut into it

with your scissors or use a craft knife if you prefer to. Take the piece of paper away

and fold the card along the scored lines use the template as a guide. The pointed bit
at the front folds over the front, colour in the clasp bit in silver and glue down with

foam pads for a 3D effect if you have them.

That's it you're all done! You can add some more decoration if you wish, maybe per-
sonalize the card with a name or message. You can use the template to make an
insert sheet too, just cut around the two main rectangle parts of the template, leav-

ing the handle and the flap bit off.
