Glamping

A choice of a large size or
smaller size to suit your choice
of card size
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Glamping Card Instructions

Print off the template sheet directly onto white cardstock. Pick out the size of image you
would like to work with. This will depend on the size that best fits the card blank you want
to use. Cut out that tent leaving a small boarder around the edge. Next print off the
template again on paper this time. Pick out two patterned or plain papers and cut them to
a size so that they fit over the top of the tent you're using. Use a glue stick and apply a
little just to temporarily stick the paper over the top of the tent on the template sheet. Pop
the sheet back in your printer and print out the template sheet again so it prints over the
top of the patterned paper. Repeat this process for the second piece of paper. Cut out
one of the papers in the whole tent design, leaving off the ropes and the pegs and then
from the other paper cut out the top pointy part of the tent and the strip across the
bottom. Glue the whole patterned paper tent piece over the top of your white card cut out
piece. If you want to make an opening door like the card sample cut up through the
middle of the door then fold it back before you stick it down. Decorate the tent with the
other patterned paper pieces in the different pattern. With the grass pieces colour them
in on the white card sheet and then cut them out, (or you can draw around them onto
green card). To assemble the card cut out a background paper and add it to your card
blank. Add the tent embellishment to the card then layer some of the grass pieces on
top. Add your greeting to finish.

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Cupcake on a Stand}
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Cupcake on a Stand Card Instructions

Print off the template sheet and choose which size template you would like to work with.
Cut out the whole of the template shape to begin with then divide it up into the different
sections, the stand, the cupcake case, the cake middle and the cake top. Pick out a pa-

per or card you would like to use for the cupcake stand and draw around the stand tem-
plate piece onto it then cut it out. Next pick out a patterned paper for the cupcake case
and draw around the cupcake case template piece onto it then cut it out. Finally draw
around the cake middle section and the cake topping. You could use coloured card or
white card and then colour in the cake pieces. When you have all the piece to make up

the embellishment draw around the edges with black pen. Decorate your card blank with
a background paper and then glue the template on top starting with the stand then the

cake on top. Add your choice of greeting to finish.

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Sneaker Doodle

Different sizes to suit
your choice of card
size.
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Sneaker Doodle Card Instructions

Print off the template sheet directly onto white cardstock and then again onto paper. Pick
out the size of image you would like to work with. This will depend on the size that best
fits the card blank you want to use. You can use two of the sneakers or just one on your

card. From the paper template cut out the side panel of the sneaker—that'’s the patterned
part in the sample card bellow. Draw around this panel shape onto patterned paper and

then cut them out. Glue it to the sneaker template that's printed on the white card. Colour
in the other parts of the sneaker with marker pens. If you want to do two you can make
them both slightly different like in the card sample bellow or make them as a pair. Finally

cut out the sneakers from the white card leaving a small boarder around the edge.
Decorate your card blank and add the sneaker embellishment on top. Add your greeting
to finish.

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Cute Caravan}

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Cute Caravan Card Instructions

Print off the template sheet and choose the caravan design size you would like to use.
Cut out the design from the sheet. Take a piece of card and draw around the whole
shape then cut it out. Next cut the wheel off the caravan template and draw around that
onto coloured card or patterned paper. Carry on cutting apart the caravan into the
different sections and drawing around them onto plain or patterned papers. Draw around
the top half of the caravan before cutting out the window piece. When you come to cut
out the window cut out the inner part of the window where the glass would be so you're
left with the frame. Draw around the frame on to card and then cut it out. To make the
curtains cut out two pieces of patterned paper, (you could also use fabric) and position
them behind the frame then trim around the edge of the frame so you can only see them
behind it. You could add something else behind the frame too—another pattern or even
a photo could be fun. When you've finished your caravan decorate your card blank. In
the sample bellow grass and a sky has been collaged onto the card blank first then the
caravan added on top. The bunting embellishment has then been added on top of the
caravan.

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Kitsch Sideboard

Different sizes to suit

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Kitsch Sideboard Card Instructions

Print off the template sheet. Cut out the size template you would like to work with. Draw
around the whole template onto a piece of woodgrain patterned paper and cut it out.
Next cut out the drawers from the template and draw around those on to patterned
paper. Ink around the edges of the drawers and glue them to the whole shape. Glue
beads on each of the drawers to represent the handles. Cut out the handle from the
template sheet and draw around it then cut it out. Ink around the edge of it to give it a
sense of depth and then glue it to your embellishment. Cut out the lamp from the
template sheet and draw around it on to patterned paper. Cut off the shade part and
draw around that onto a different patterned paper then stick it over the top to finish your
lamp embellishment. Decorate your card blank with a piece of patterned paper. On the
sample card a ‘rug’ shape has been cut out of patterned paper to create the room effect.
Glue the sideboard embellishment on your card and then add the lamp on top of it. Add
your greeting to finish. To add to the room look to this card the greeting on the sample
card has been made into a mini picture.

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Cute Camper Van

Different sizes to suit
your choice of card
size.
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Cute Camper Van Card Instructions

Print off the template sheet. Choose which template size you would like to use and cut it
out. Draw around the template onto a piece of patterned paper and cut it out. Take the
template and cut apart the other pieces that make up the template. Draw around the
different sections onto different plain or patterned papers and cut them out. For the
windows you can cut out the window shapes from the whole shape you cut out first or
you can draw around them onto white or pale blue card to give them a look of windows.
When you have cut out all the pieces reassemble them on top of the whole shape you
cut out first and glue them down. Draw around the edges with black pen. Decorate your
card blank with a piece of patterned paper in the background. The clouds that have been
added to the sample card are from the ‘Up in the Sky’ template. Add your van
embellishment on top and then add your message to finish.

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Bubble Gum Machine
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Bubble Gum Machine Card Instructions

Print off the template sheet choose the size of template design you would like to use then
pick out three patterned paper pieces that will fit over the top of the template, you can
use small off cut pieces or scraps. You'll also need a grey or silver colour paper. Glue the
paper pieces one at a time to the template sheet over the top of the template design. Use
a temporary adhesive or small dabs of glue stick. Put the template sheet back in your
printer so it prints the design over the top of each of the paper pieces in turn. When
you're done you should have four print outs, one on each of the different paper pieces.
Cut out the top and bottom section of the bubblegum machine from one of the papers,
the bubble top from another paper and the body of the machine from the last. From the
silver piece cut the turner and the bubblegum holder. Assemble all the pieces together to
make up the bubblegum machine. Next cut out a piece of the same patterned paper
you've used for the bubble on the bubble gum machine and glue your embellishment on
top of it so it looks like the bubble is clear glass. Colour in the bubblegums in bright
colours. In the sample card bellow Glossy Accents has been used on the bubble to
create more of a feeling of glass. Add your finished embellishment to your card and add
your message to finish. You could also use acetate to make the ‘bubble’ part of the ma-
chine and use brads or buttons for the bubblegums on this design.

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Up in the sky

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Up in the Sky Card Instructions

Print off the template sheet directly on to white card. Choose the size of design you
would like to use and colour in that design using marker pens. Cut out each of the clouds
and the balloon leaving a small boarder around the edge. To make the fabric heart
featured in the card sample bellow fold a piece of fabric in half then cut out half a heart
shape. Open it out to reveal the full heart. Stitch the fabric heart to a stack of tulle fabric
pieces and then around the edge of the heart shape. Glue the fabric heart to your card
then glue the clouds and the balloon on top. You can also separate the balloon and sting
on the template and draw around the balloon and heart on to patterned paper then use
twine, string or ribbon on your card in place of the printed string on the template.

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Make a wish rainbow

Different sizes to suit
your choice of card
size.
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Make a Wish Rainbow Card Instructions

Print off the template sheet directly onto card and pick out the size that best fist the card
you're wanting to make. Colour in the design with marker pens then cut out the design
leaving a small boarder around the edge. Add the embellishment to your card blank
using 3D foam pads then add the ‘make a wish’ to finish the card.

If you want to you can use the design as a template cutting out the different sections of
the rainbow and drawing around them onto different colours of card then finishing with
the cloud on top. Try using other materials like felt or fabric and stitching along the
edges. The smaller template size would make a good size for a brooch made out of felt.

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Popcorn

Different sizes to suit
your choice of card
size.
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Popcorn Card Instructions

Print off the template sheet directly on to white cardstock. Choose which size template
you would like to use. Colour in the popcorn box and the popcorn and then cut them out.
Decorate your card blank, in the card sample bellow a round card has been made using

a round circle of card with a small folded piece of card glued on the back to hold it up.

Add the popcorn carton to your card with 3D foam pads then glue on the popcorn. You
can have it jumping’ out of the carton like in the card sample bellow or you can pile it up

neatly in the carton. Cut out the oval shape and use that as the label on the front of the

carton. Add your message and any other decoration to your card to finish.
