This month we're looking at cards with a ‘vintage indie’ style. If you're not sure what this is then
here’s a close up look at the style and techniques we car use to achieve it.

Vintage Indie basically means anything with a vintage influence/style and items you use that have an
individual feel. This basically means creating an eclectic look on your cards mixing up lots of different
elements but with a vintage feel.

One of the techniques to use in creating this style is layering. Anything you want to use on your card
from your papers to your embellishments to your stamps think layering them.

Here I've layered stamps to create the greeting using a grey ink to ‘push back’ one element and the
black ink to ‘bring forward’ the other. You can use lots of different colours mixing up lighter and
darker to create layering effects with your stamps.

Use your patterned paper in the background to add layers.
Here I've used strips of patterned paper with some fixed
down with 3D foam pads to give different layers of height
to the background. Add in other elements too here I've
added a vintage leaf embellishment as another layer.

Add layers of paper tape like I've done here. This is the
Japanese washi tape from this months paper kit.

Fold the tape or use

strips of patterned paper in the same way to add interest to your
layers. Here I've stitched over the top of the layers to create more
texture.

Layering is a great way to use up little leftover bits and
pieces too!
