Print off the template sheet and decide which size template you would like to use. 
This will depend on the size of card you’re making and what fits best. When you 
know the right size pick out a piece of plain coloured card or paper, you could 

also choose a paper with a simple pattern on it as in the sample card bellow. Cut 
the paper piece to a size that fits over the template you’re using and use a dab 

glue stick or temporary adhesive to stick the paper over temporarily over the top 
of the template sheet. Put the sheet back in your printer and print the Scooter 

template sheet again (page 1). When the sheet has printed peel off the paper and 
cut out the scooter leaving a small boarder around the edge of the design.  

Decorate your card blank with a piece of patterned or another colour of plain  
paper/card and then add your scooter embellishment on top. Add some colour to 
some of the elements on the scooter to make them stand out, like the wheels, the 

light and the seats etc. Add your card message to finish. Alternatively to create 
your card you can use any of the designs on the sheet as a template cutting 

around the design elements, drawing around them and cutting them out or just 
use the whole shape drawing around the outside line to make a silhouette shape. 

Make the design as detailed or as simple as you like. Change the colours to 
make it suitable for a male card or a female card.

Print off the template sheet and decide which size template you would like to use. This 
will depend on the size of card you’re making and what fits best. When you know the size 
you’re using pick out three patterned papers or you can use plain colours if you prefer. In 
the sample card I’ve picked out a grey polka dot paper, a plain canvas colour paper and 
a book text paper.  You’ll need one for the outside of the shoes, one for the outside and 
one for the little tags in the shoes. When you have your papers picked out place them 

one at a time over the top of the shoe template you’re using and fix them in place with a 
dab of glue stick or a temporary glue. Put the sheet back in the printer and print the tem-
plate on it again, (page 3) so it prints over the top of the patterned paper. When you’ve 
finished you should have the pumps design printed on all three of your papers. Next cut 
out the pumps from the paper you would like for the outside of your shoes. Cut out the 
inside of the pumps from the middle. Glue the pump shapes over the top of the design 

you have picked out to be the inside of your shoes then re-cut them out. You should now 
have a different design on the outside and the inside of your pumps. Finally cut out the 
tags on the paper design you have left and glue them onto the inside of your pumps. As 

a decorative touch you can sew around the edges of the pumps and the tags as I’ve 
done on the sample card bellow. On the template sheet there’s also a little leaf you can 
use just to add a different element to your card. To make the leaf cut out the shape from 
the template in the size you would like to use. Draw around it onto a piece of green card 

or paper and cut out. Add the leaf veins either sewing them on as I’ve done in the sample 
or just draw them on with pen. Decorate your base card with a little patterned paper then 
add your shoes on top. If you wanted to you can add a bow underneath the shoes too. 

Tuck the leaf underneath the pumps. If you would like to you could add some paper flow-
ers alongside the leaf too. Finish your card with the greeting.

Print off the template sheet and decide which size dress template you would like 
to use. This will depend on the size of card you’re making and what fits best. 

When you know the right size pick out a piece of plain coloured card or patterned 
paper you would like to use to make the dress. Cut the paper piece to a size that 
fits over the template size you’re using and use a dab glue stick or temporary ad-
hesive to stick the paper temporarily over the top of the template sheet. Put the 

sheet back in your printer and print the Tea Dress template sheet again (page 5). 
When the sheet has printed peel off the paper and cut out the dress. Cut out the 
buttons from the template sheet and glue them over the top of the dress design 

then add colour to them. You could also add a bit of glitter if you like to make 
them stand out. Decorate your card blank with a little patterned paper then add 

your dress embellishment on top. Add your message to finish your card.

Print off the template sheet and decide which size template you would like to use. 
This will depend on the size of card you’re making and what fits best. When you 

know the right size pick out two pieces of patterned paper, one will be for the 
dressmakers dummy and one for the dress itself. Cut out both pieces of paper to 

a size that fits over the top of the template size you’re using. Glue each one in 
turn temporarily over the top of the printed sheet and then put the sheet back in 

your printer and print the same page again, (page 7) so it prints the dress design 
directly over the top of the paper piece. Peel the paper from the template sheet. 
You’ll need the design printed on both paper pieces. Alternatively you can use 

the sheet as a template and draw around the whole design onto the paper piece 
you would like for the dummy then cut out the dress design from the template and 

draw around that onto the paper you would like for the dress. Either way when 
you’re done you should have two pieces one the whole design shape and the 
other the dress shape. Glue the dress over the top of the other piece to make 

your embellishment. To decorate it add a flower to the belt in the middle or colour 
in the one that’s on the template design. Decorate your card blank with patterned 

paper then add your embellishment on top to finish.

With this template sheet you have a choice to make an embellishment for your 
card or a shaped card. For the embellishment choose either of the two smaller 

designs on the sheet. Cut out the size you would like to use, (pick on that best fits 
the size of card you are going to use as your base card). Draw around the owl 
shape onto a piece of patterned paper and cut it out. Next cut out the owl eyes 

and beak. Draw around those onto plain coloured card and cut them out. Draw on 
the details of the eyes and then glue them to your owl shape you cut out earlier. 

Finally cut out the scallop shapes that decorate the owls body. Draw around 
those onto a different patterned paper or use a plain card, (in the sample I’ve 

used kraft coloured card) layer them up one by one to create the ‘plumage’ effect 
on the owls body. Decorate your card blank base and add your owl embellish-

ment to finish. 
To make a shaped card cut out the largest owl shape from the template sheet. 
Fold a piece of A4 or 6x12” card in half and place the owl on it so just its ears 

peek over the folded edge. Draw around the shape then keeping the card folded 
cut out the shape to make your base card. To make the front for your card draw 

around the whole of the owl shape on another piece of card and cut it out. Glue it 
over the top of your base card. From here decorate as you would if you were 

making the owl embellishment.

Print off the template sheet and decide which size template you would like to use. 
This will depend on the size of card you’re making and what fits best. When you 
know the right size pick out a piece of plain coloured card or paper, you could 

also choose a paper with a simple pattern on it as in the sample card bellow. Cut 
the paper piece to a size that fits over the template you’re using and use a dab 

glue stick or temporary adhesive to stick the paper temporarily over the top of the 
template sheet. Put the sheet back in your printer and print the template sheet 
again (page 11). When the sheet has printed peel off the paper and cut out the 

radio leaving a small boarder around the edge of the design.  
Decorate your card blank with a piece of patterned or another colour of plain  

paper/card and then add your radio embellishment on top. Add some colour to 
some of the elements on the radio to make them stand out, like the speaker, the 
handle and the other bits on the front. Add your card message to finish. Alterna-
tively to create your card you can use any of the designs on the sheet as a tem-
plate cutting around the design elements, drawing around them and cutting them 
out or just use the whole shape drawing around the outside line to make a silhou-
ette shape. Make the design as detailed or as simple as you like. Change the col-

ours to make it suitable for a male card or a female card.

There are lots of different tag shape templates to use on this sheet. You have the 
choice of printing the template sheet directly on to cardstock then cutting out the 
tags or printing the sheet on paper and using them as templates drawing around 
them onto scraps of cardstock or patterned paper. The idea to use these tags is 
to wrap twine around them or sew buttons onto them as little gifts on the front of 

your card, (perfect for a card to another crafter) or you can just use them as  
decoration. In the card sample bellow I’ve used one of the fancy shape tags. I’ve 
cut out the template and drawn around it onto kraft coloured card then cut it out 

and inked around the edges. I’ve added a heart stamp design to the top and  
bottom and then wrapped bakers twine around the tag. The base card was  

decorated by layering up scraps of patterned paper, stickers and lace trim. The 
tag was added on top as the main embellishment using 3D foam pads to secure it 

to the card.

Print off the template sheet and pick out two patterned papers, one for the dress 
and one for the bow. Decide which size template you would like to use on your 

card. Cut out the whole template shape in the size you're using and draw around 
it onto the patterned paper piece you want the dress to be. Cut out the shape 

from the patterned paper. Next cut out the bow from the template. Draw around it 
onto the patterned paper you’ve picked out for your bow. Cut out the bow shape 
and glue it over the top of the first shape you cut out matching up the edges of 

the bow to the shape so you have the dress shape with the bow on top. Draw on 
the dress details copying them from the sheet to finish your embellishment.  

Alternatively you can print the design straight onto the two patterned papers and 
then cut out the whole design from one piece then just the bow from the other. 

Glue the bow on top of the dress to finish. 
Decorate your base card with layers of patterned paper, ribbon and trim then add 

your dress embellishment on top to finish.

Print off the template sheet and choose a size of template you would like to use. 
Pick out a patterned or plain paper to make your embellishment with. I picked out 
a grey patterned paper. Cut out the size template you would like to use, this will 

depend on the size of your base card and which size will fit on it best. Draw 
around the whole template shape on to your patterned paper and cut it out. Next 
cut out the feet from the template and draw around those and cut them out. Glue 
them over the top of your whole shape piece using 3D foam pads to give them a 
bit of dimension and interest. Cut out the elephants head from the template and 
draw around it onto your patterned paper then cut it out. Draw around the tusks 
onto white card or paper and glue them over the tusk shapes. Draw on the eyes 
and around the edge of the head then glue it with 3D foam pads to the elephant 

shape. Draw around the edges of the elephant to finish. Decorate your card blank 
with patterned paper then add your embellishment and your greeting to finish.

the veins on to the leaves. When you’ve made your leaves layer them up in 
bunches on your base card or on any other project you want to decorate. You 

can pair them up with paper flowers too if you like or have a go at making them 
from fabric to decorate cushions or other home furnishings
