Make a Wish Card 

There are many ways you can arrange the elements of this template on to a card 
but there is a handy layout guide printed on the template sheet for you to follow. Cut 
out each part of the template and draw around each one onto plain and/or patterned 

papers. If you have alphabet stickers or stamps you could use these to create the 
lettering rather than cutting out each letter. You can see in the samples bellow one 
uses the template and the other I’ve used American Crafts foam Thickers alphabet 

stickers. You could also make your own patterned papers with stamps or add 
stamped images afterwards. Cut out all the pieces and then choose your card blank 
to use. The cards in the samples bellow are a large square card and a standard A6 
size card with a bit cut off the bottom so you can see how the elements work with 

different card sizes. Once you’re happy with each of the elements on your card stick 
them down. You can add more elements as you wish like ribbon, brads etc.

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I’ve left the letters layered up rather than 
separating them so they can be cut out 
as one piece but you can print a couple 
of sheets of the template out to cut out 

the letters individually. 
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Wish Upon a Star Card 

Print out the template and cut out all the elements from the sheet. Draw 
around them on to different plain or patterned papers and cut them out. 

The letters can be cut out as one piece and then drawn over with a 
black pen to redefine each letter but you could cut them out individually 

too. So when you’re done layer up the pieces on your choice of card 
blank, play about with each piece first before sticking them down until 
you’re happy. The idea of the card is to have the letter ‘a’ layered over 
the star but you can change this around if you wanted to. When you’re 

happy with how your card looks stick each piece down. You can add fur-
ther embellishments if you wish to.

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Pocket 

Cut out and score along the dashed 
line then fold over the flap. Cut out a 
second piece and this time mark off 

and cut along the dashed line. Attach 
the flap piece to your card first then 

glue on the second piece, leaving the 
top open. Fold down the flap to create 
an opening pocket effect on your card. 
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Additional optional elements 

If you want to create an actual pocket effect on your 
card use this template to create an opening effect on 
the front of your card. Use the pocket template and 
attach to the front again to create dimension.

Pocket Bag Shaped Card 

Print off both template sheets and cut out all the elements on both pages, making 
sure you cut out around the outermost lines only, ignore the inner detail parts for 
now but do cut out the inside bit of the handle. Fold a sheet of A4 card in half and 
place the whole bag shape template on to it matching up the fold line on the tem-
plate with the fold on your card. Hold it there and draw around the shape. Keeping 

the card folded cut it out to create your shaped card. Decorate your card by covering 
it with plain or patterned paper or stamp on to it if you’ve already used coloured 

card, maybe add  glitter etc. Next take the pocket template piece and draw around it 
onto coloured card, the same as you’ve used on your main card. Cover the other 
side with patterned paper. Score along the dashed line onto your cut out piece to 

create the fold on the pocket and 
fold over the flap so the patterned 
side folds over. Glue the pocket to 

the front of your card. Draw 
around then cut out the little 

pocket shape from the same card/
paper and glue on to your card.. 

You can add a stitched effect 
around the edges with a gel pen 

or rub an inkpad around the 
edges. For the buttons you can 
make them from card, cutting 

around the template pieces or you 
can use real buttons.

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Birthday Star Cake Card 

Print out the template on paper and decide which of the two sizes you 
would like to use on your card. Cut out all the individual pieces of the 
template in the size you have chosen. Now pick out  some plain and 
patterned papers to use and draw around each template shape on to 

them. Use one for the cake, one for the cake middle (or ‘filling’) and an-
other for the candles and the decorative boarder bit. Cut out all the 

pieces. Choose a card blank size you would like to use and arrange the 
pieces on it. You can add a mat in another colour card or use more pat-
terned paper as your background if you wish to. I think this is a card that 
can get away with just being added to a plain card base. When you are 
happy with the positioning of all your pieces stick them down. You can 

add a message to your card to finish if you like.

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Bloom Card 

The simplest way to use this sheet is to print it directly onto coloured card so first 
pick out a colour you would like to use then print the template sheet on to it.. Cut out 
the big flower shape first, cutting around the outermost edge only, ignore the inner 

parts they’re there to show you how to build up the flower. Next cut out the large cir-
cle. Cover this with an off cut of another colour or use patterned paper. Layer it over 
the large flower piece following the lines as a guide. Now choose which of the greet-
ings you would like to use and cut one out. Glue it down in the center of your flower. 
You can choose to use the heart shapes as petals to build a flower with or you can 
simply use the large flower alone on your card. Arrange your flower pieces on your 

choice of card and stick down when you’re happy. 

You can make a round shape card by drawing around the large flower piece from 
the template sheet on to a card blank (or folded piece of card) so the shape over 

hangs the fold line by around 1cm or so. Cut out the shape keeping the card folded 
to create your shaped card then apply another decorated large flower shape over 

the top to recreate the whole shape. 

Have fun! 
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The dashed line is the score and fold line, do 
not cut along this line. 
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3D Birthday Cake Shaped Card 

Print off the template and cut it out, cutting around the outermost edge only. Draw 
around the template four times on to plain card and cut each piece out. Mark on 

each piece the start and finish of the dashed fold line from the template on to each 
cake piece and score down the line. Decorate one side of each piece however you 
choose. You can use the template cutting the individual pieces out to recreate the 
shape of the cake in patterned paper or colour in with paints or pens etc. If you do 

use patterned paper rescore each piece along the fold lines to make sure they don’t 
crease. Fold each cake piece along the fold line you scored.  Take one cake and 

apply glue or double sided tape on the back of one side. Take another cake shape 
and stick it to the glued one so the folded edges match up. Do the same with an-
other piece gluing them together and matching up the fold until all four pieces are 

glued together. Your cake should now look three dimensional!  You can add a mes-
sage to finish it off if you like. To put it in the envelope gently push it down on one of 
the folded sides so it’s flat and then when it’s opened out it will pop back up into a 

3D shape.

Fold Up Card 

This is a really simple card to create and a fab fun one to post as you can decorate 
the inside and outside then fold it up to post it. Even if you’re not posting it you could 

dress up the front like a letter! 

Ok so print off the template then cut it out, all around the outside edge, don’t cut 
along the dashed lines. Place the template on to some plain card or you can use 

plain/patterned card if you wish. Draw around the shape and cut it out. Use a hole 
punch to cut out the holes along the scalloped edge. Decorate your card as you 

choose. You can make the inside decorative and keep the outside quite plain if you 
like to entice the card to be opened out. To make the opening score along the posi-
tion of the fold lines from the template onto your card and fold up the side and then 
the little flap so it folds around your card. You can use a foam pad or a temporary 
adhesive to keep the flap piece in place until it’s opened out. I also think this card 

would look fab with a wax seal holding the flap in place.

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Tab piece 

Use to glue one piece to another to 
create your shaped card 
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Zig Zag Shaped Card 

This template can be used simply to create an interesting shaped card for you to 
add your choice of decoration, maybe stamping or decoupage or diecuts etc. You 

can also follow the instructions to create the card in the photo. 

So print off the template on paper and cut out the zigzag template shape. Place it on 
a sheet of A4 card and draw around it twice. Cut out both pieces. Place the template 

back over one of the piece and score over the little tab fold line so it scores your 
card underneath too. Fold along the line. Apply glue or tape to the back of this little 

tab piece and then stick it over the top of the other zigzag piece you cut out. So now 
you have your zigzag shaped card. 

From here you can decorate it. To make the card bellow I first covered the card in 
patterned scrapbooking paper. I then cut out the two flower shapes and covered 

those with patterned papers, cutting out circle shapes to recreate the centers. The 
outer edges of the zigzag shape I decorated in a scallop effect by handcutting out 

small circle shapes and cutting them in half then glued them along the edges of the 
card. If you don’t go over the edges too much the basic zigzag card will fit in a DL 

size envelope.

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Tapered Shaped Card 

Ok so this is a bit of a simple design but I just love this shape of card to work with. 
I’ve included a cute mini gift bag to make up as a topper but you can use this tem-

plate to make up any card you wish to. Use your stamped images or stickers or 
maybe mix it with other template sheets! 

You can cut the card from a sheet of A4, cut the template out, draw around the out-
side edge then cut it out. Mark off the position of the fold line from the template 

onto your card, score then fold. If you want to use the bag template, print that off 
then cut it out around the outside edge, don’t cut the dashed lines. Place it on 

some patterned paper (light weight patterned paper works best for this as the card 
type ones tend to be too stiff and bulky on your card, the one I’ve used in the sam-
ple card is by Doodlebug) draw around and score over the dashed lines. Cut it out 
and fold it up. Put glue along the flaps on patterned side of your paper so you can 
fold them inside and create your little bag shape. You can add a folded up small 
piece of tissue paper to the inside too. 
The handle is just s piece of ribbon se-
cured with two mini brads. You can use 

the holes on the template to position them 
correctly. Push the sides down at the top 
of the bag to make it flatter then stick to 
the front of your card. You can add more 

decorative touches if you like. The 
boarder I’ve used  on the sample card is 

some Queen & Co felt Fusions 

Have fun! 
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Party Time Watch Card 

This template can make a great boys card as I’ve done in the sample bellow but you can 
just as easily turn it into a girlie card using different colours.  

Print out the template and then cut out all the pieces. Make sure you cut around the outer-
most line only on the watch piece, ignore the other inner parts for now. Place the star on 

some patterned paper or card and draw around the edge. Cut it out and put to one side for 
now. Do the same with the little arrow watch hands, (these look fab cut out from glitter 

card). Take the watch template piece and place it on some plain card, (use a colour you 
would like your  watch strap to be)  draw around and cut it out. Take the watch template 
again and carefully cut the middle piece out with out cutting across the dial. The easiest 
way to do this is to make a hole in the middle first then use a small pair of scissors to cut 

into it and around. Now cut off the top and bottom strap 
from the watch template so you now should have just 
the dial cut out. Draw around this on to some silver 

card or paper and cut it out, cutting the middle part out 
again so you end up with a circle frame. Now take the 

first watch shape you cut out, lay the star over this then 
the dial frame over the top of that and the hands in the 
middle so you can see how the shapes go together to 
create the watch shape. It’s easier to decorate each 
piece individually before sticking them together. You 
can add numbers around the edge of the dial if you 

wish. I used stamps but you could also use stickers or 
peel offs etc. The leather strap effect I created using a 
Cuttlebug™ and the tiny mosaic embossing folder. I 
also added eyelets to the strap but you could just as 
easily use a hole punch to create the holes too. The 

watch embellishment once you’ve made it up has been 
designed to work with a DL size card and envelope but 

you could also use an A5 size card too. Add your 
choice of message to the front of your card to finish. 

Have fun! 
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3D Flower Shaped Card 

Print off the template and cut it out, cutting around the outermost edge only. Draw 
around the template four times on to plain or patterned card (some of the heavier 

card weight scrapbooking papers work brilliantly for this or you can make your own 
using stamps) and cut each piece out. Mark on each piece the start and finish of the 
dashed fold line from the template on to each flower piece and score down the line. 
Decorate one side of each piece however you choose (no need to do this if you’ve 
used patterned card). Fold each flower piece along the fold line you scored.  Take 

one piece and apply glue or double sided tape on the back of one folded side. Take 
another flower shape and stick it to the glued one so the folded edges match up in 
the middle. Do the same with another piece gluing them together and matching up 
the fold until all four pieces are glued together. Your flower should now look three 

dimensional!  You can add a message to finish it off if you like or more detail even if 
you choose to. To put it in the envelope gently push it down on one of the folded 

sides so it’s flat and then when it’s opened out it will pop back up into a 3D shape.
