Make a Wish Card by Louise Brigden
Made with the Make a Wish Template (page 1 of your templates)

Louise has followed the guide on the template sheet to place all the elements on this
card. The star and candle have been cut from patterned paper and the letters from
plain Bazzill cardstock. All the pieces have then also been matted onto black card. The
background is plain card that's been embossed. Louise has picked out ribbon and the
ribbon brad from the Crafty Goodies kit to add further embellishment.

In the detail picture opposite you can see the
e this has been achieved using 3D foam pads (also in
the kit) to

leftover pieces of chipboard or craft foam.




Birthday Cake Card by Louise Brigden
Made using the Birthday Star Cake Template (page 8 of your templates)

Louise has used the patterned paper from the Crafty Goodies kit to cut out the
scalloped edges along the side and under the little cake. You could use the scalloped
boarder template from your sheet, moving it along the edge of your card for a similar
effect. The card base is a large square one that’'s had a strip cut off from the front and
then the inside has been covered with paper to compliment the front of the card.

you can see how the ribbon has been tied around the mid-
i it's been attached to the card, this is a great and easy way
pon to your card to keep the edges neat and keep any glue
from showing through.

Thanks Card by Louise Brigden
Made with the Pocket Bag Template (page 5-6 of your templates)

Here Louise has picked out two patterned papers to make up the bag template from
and used actual stitching around the main part of the bag. The button has been created
using a jumbo brad covered with a small paper flower. The handle has also been
decorated with layered green, pick and black paper flowers and ribbon with a brad in
the centre to keep them together.

The detail picture shows how the little tag has been
attached with another brad. Brads are a fab way to
attach embellishments to your cards quickly and cleanly.




Wish Upon a Star Card by Louise Brigden
Made with the Wish Upon a Star Template (page 3 of your templates)

The background of this fab card has been created using a Cuttlebug™ embossing
folder and silver paper. The template elements have been cut from patterned paper
and the edges traced over in black pen. You can see how silver ink has been rubbed
over the edges of the star too. This is a great way of highlighting your edges and add-
ing dimension. It's also a fab way of disguising your cutting out so do have a go! | in-
cluded a Brilliance Dewdrop inkpad in the Crafty Goodies kit as these little inkpads are
the best I've found for inking edges because one side is pointed so you can get into
smaller spaces like in between the edges of the star here. Brilliance ink is also has a

e |eft soft and sparkly or built up for a more solid metal ef-
fect.

In the detail here you can ee how Louise has applied the ‘upon’ word with 3D foam
pads to give it a lift. The edg has also been decorated with three strips of ribbon fixed
with three brads that pick out the colours in her card.

Made with the Wish Upon a Star Template (page 3 of your templates)

Birthday Cake card by Kathy Black
Made using the Birthday Star Cake Template (page 8 of your templates)

Kathy has been playing about with diagonals again here to create a three fold card with
each piece cut at a different angle. You can create this from an A4 sheet of card. Mark
from one edge 10cm top and bottom then draw a feint line. Mark another 10cm from
this line top and bottom and draw another feint line. Score and fold along both the
lines, so you have an accordion effect card. Turn your card to the side and measure a

the next layer then do the sanje but this time cut off a piece 3.5cm from the top edge.
Fold your card back up and mpasure 3.5cm from the top edge you cut before but just
on the open edge this time andjdraw a line from the folded edge down to the mark so
you create a diagonal line.
