Print off the template sheet and decide which of the template sizes fit your project 
the best then cut out the corresponding template. Pick a plain or patterned paper 
and draw around the template on to it then cut it out. To keep the design as a sil-

houette just draw around the outline of the shape. You can if you want to add 
more details to make the poodle a character. You could also add a sparkly collar 
with a line of self adhesive gems. When you’ve completed your embellishment 

add it to your project. 
In the card bellow a background paper has been cut out then a stitched boarder 
added to it with the sewing machine then it’s been glued to the card blank. Strips 
of tulle, ribbon and a boarder sticker have then been added to the card across the 
middle and a tag added to one of the ribbons. The message has been added us-

ing Safmat and stickers then the embellishment on top to finish.

Print off the template sheet then decide which template you would like to use. Cut 
out a square of patterned paper to fit over the top of the template then fix it in 

place with masking tape. Pop the sheet back into your printer and print the tem-
plate sheet again so it should print over the top of the patterned paper this time. 

Peel the paper off the template sheet and cut out the sewing machine shape 
leaving a small boarder around the edge. If you want to you can colour in the 
sewing machine silhouette and just print it on plain card. You could also cut 

around the template shape onto fabric to make a fabric sewing machine embel-
lishment. On the embellishment bellow some fake stitching has been added to 

the embellishment drawing it on with a pen. 
 

In the card sample bellow layers of tags and scraps of patterned paper have 
been added to the card blank then a piece of ribbon on top and the embellish-
ment on top of that. The flower has been made by rolling up some more of the 

same wired paper ribbon with gems added to the centre. The message has been 
added on top with stickers.

Print off the template sheet and decide which of the template sizes will best fit 
your project. Cut out that template. Pick out two patterned papers and draw 

around the whole template shape on to one of them. Cut out the shape. Next take 
the template and cut off the lid of the teapot. Draw around the lid template onto 

the second patterned paper and cut it out. Glue the lid on top of the whole teapot 
shape to create your embellishment. You can add more detail to it if you like.  

To make the card bellow a piece of patterned paper has been added to the back-
ground and the corners rounded. A journalling tag has been added to the middle 
of the card at an angle then strips of paper cut out like ribbons have been layered 

across the bottom half of the card. A sticker has been added on the right of the 
card and a flag embellishment on the left then the teapot embellishment has been 

added on top to finish.

Print off the template sheet. Decide which template size you would like to make and cut it 
out from the sheet. Draw around the template onto a white piece of card then cut it out. 
Next take the template and cut out the cushion area of the template. Cut the cushion 
sections apart and draw around each section onto patterned paper then cut them out. 

The pattern will be naturally broken up more so it will make your finished embellishment 
appear more three dimensional. Glue the cushion pieces on top of your white shape us-
ing the remaining cut out bits of template  as a guide for the placement. Draw on the de-
tail on the frame copying it from the template sheet. Add a little shading to your embel-

lishment or extra colour using marker pens or pencils. When you’ve finished your embel-
lishment add it to your card.  

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
In the card sample bellow a square of paper has been added to a card blank then 

smaller strips of paper have been added along the bottom half along with a piece of rib-
bon with one end tied in a bow. The embellishment was then added on top and the mes-

Print off the template sheet then decide which size template you would like to 
use. Pick out one that best fits your card or whatever other project you’re making. 
Cut out a square of patterned paper to fit over the top of the template then fix it in 

place with masking tape. Pop the sheet back into your printer and print the  
template sheet again so it should print over the top of the patterned paper this 

time. Peel the paper off the template sheet and cut out the shape leaving a small 
boarder around the edge. If you want to you can colour in the telephone  

silhouette with markers, in the sample bellow the image has been coloured with a 
grey Promarker pen. 

 
To make the card bellow the background of a card blank has been decorated with 

a piece of patterned paper and tag shapes. A piece of tulle was then added on 
top and another layer of paper, a piece of ribbon and a boarder sticker was 

added on top. Finally the telephone embellishment was added on top of that and 
the stickers to make the greeting along the bottom.

Print off the template sheet and pick out the template size that best fits your  
project. Cut out the template and draw around it on to a plain coloured cardstock 

then cut out the shape. Draw on the details of the template copying them from the 
template drawing. Take the template again and cut out the cushion parts of the 
template. Draw around them on to patterned paper and cut them out. Glue the 
cushion pieces on top of you cut out chair piece and draw around the edges of 
the cushion shapes in the same pen you used for the details earlier. Add the  

finished embellishment to your project. 
 

To make the card bellow a piece of patterned paper has been added to the card 
blank. Another layer of paper with the top and bottom edges punched with a 

boarder punch was then added. A third layer of paper with the corners rounded 
was then added on top. A strip of patterned paper and a strip of fabric tape was 
added across the middle of the card. A journalling tag was then added with the 

message on in stickers and the embellishment was added on top using 3D foam 
pads.

Print off the template sheet and decide which size template your would like to use. Take 
a piece of white or coloured card and cut out a rough square the fits over the top of the 
template you are using. Hold It in place with a couple of pieces of masking tape, make 
sure it’s well stuck down. Pop the sheet back into your printer and print the same sheet 
again so it prints over the top of the piece of card. Peel off the piece of card and cut out 
the template from the card leaving a small boarder. Do the same again but this time use 
a piece of patterned paper fixing it in place over the top of the same template and print-
ing the sheet again. This time cut out the cushion bit of the chair from the patterned pa-
per piece. If you want to you can add colour with marker pens to the chair frame then

Print off the template sheet directly on to white card. Pick out which size template 
you would like to use. Cut out a square of patterned paper the same pattern as 

your background paper so it fits over the top of the template you’re using. Fix it in 
place with masking tape and print the template again so it prints over the top of 
the paper. Peel the paper off the sheet and cut out both template pieces. Colour 
in the white card template, the cake and the edges of the glass. Cut out the mid-
dle of the design around the edge of the dome then cut out the cake piece neatly. 
Take the patterned paper piece and layer the other two pieces on top of it. This 
when added to the background will give the illusion of the glass being clear and 
gives you the option of being able to add your embellishment on with 3D foam

Print off the template sheet decide which of the templates would fit your card or 
other project the best, cut out that design from the sheet. Pick out two patterned 

papers, one for the lamp shade and one for the lamp base. Draw around the 
whole lamp shape on to the lamp base patterned paper and cut it out. Next cut 
out the lamp shade from the template and draw around it on to your remaining 

piece of patterned paper then cut it out. Glue it over the top of the other template 
piece you’ve cut out so just the lamp base is showing. Draw on the detail copying 
it from the template sheet. Your embellishment is now ready to add to your pro-

ject! To make the card in the sample the background has been covered with pat-
terned paper then a piece of ribbon and a piece of corrugated card has been 

added on top. A heart has been cut out and a line of stitching down the middle 
has been added then it’s been glued on top of the cardboard. The embellishment 

has been added and a sticker with the message added on top to the opposite 
side.

Print off the template sheet decide which template size you would like to use, this 
will depend on the size of card you’re making or other project. Cut out the  

template from the sheet. Draw around it on to white or cream card and cut it out. 
Take the template piece and cut out just the front part of the cup so you’re cutting 

away and discarding the inner part of the cup. Draw around the remaining  
template piece on to patterned paper and cut it out. Glue it over the top of your 

white or cream card piece. Draw on the details of the cup copying them from the  
template to complete your embellishment. Add the embellishment to your card or  

project. 
 

In the card sample bellow a background piece of patterned paper has been 
added to the card blank. A strip of patterned paper has been punched with a 

boarder punch top and bottom then a piece of tulle and ribbon has been sewn 
with the sewing machine together. This layered piece was then added to the 

card. The message was added to a sticker and then added to the card at the top 
and bottom. The embellishment was then added on top to finish.
