Pop the sheet back through 
your printer and then cut out the shape. Do be careful you stick down the edges of 
the card though doing this so  they don’t come off inside your printer - I’ve definitely 

been there and done that before!

ing to the back of the rugby ball shape.

Debbie has used fun bright coloured papers and 

card from the Crafty Goodies kit and made an  
acetate front to her card to adhere it to then  

embellished with little gems.
