Technique Focus
Appliqué and embroidery with your Crafty Templates
This month we’re going to look at a fun way to use your

templates with fabric and embroidery. Any fabric will do so
route around to see what you can find. I've been using

gOOdieS from Cl’afty Templates QUka Kits. Basic stitch - push your needle
up an equal length away from
First pick out a template to use, I've picked out one of the your last stitch.......

Fancy Dress templates from page 19 of this months set. Print
off the template sheet, (if you’ve not already got a cut out
template) and cut out the template you want to use. Place it
on a piece of fabric and cut out the shape. Next you'll need
another piece of fabric, here I'm using calico which is
recycled from the kit packaging but you use a cotton fabric or
another patterned fabric just as easily. I'm also going to use
an embroidery hoop - this is not essential but it does help to
keep your fabric nice and flat they’re inexpensive to pick up
in sewing stores.

....then come back down close to
the last stitch and repeat.
Stitch around the outside of your dress shape. If you want to

you can stitch on some detall, just like you would doodle it on
making a card but you're using stitches instead.

You can appliqué on other embellishments, here I've added
a tiny rolled fabric rose and some Prima lace.

Finally add an embroidered word. I'm going to make this into
a notebook cover so I've written 'notes’. If you're confident

you can do it freehand but | cheated a little and wrote out the N\
letters in pencil then stitched over the top. W

When you've finished take your piece off the hoop if you've
used one and give it a little iron.

From here it's up to you how you use your finished piece.
You can add it to clothing or a bag or onto a card. To make
the notebook cover first cut out two piece of thick card for
your front and back covers. Cover the front with your piece
wrapping it up like a present. Cover over the back with a
piece of felt or card gluing it in place.

Add your fixing, like the Bind-it-All ring I've used here and fix
together your pages with your covers.

Have fun thinking up other designs you
can create using your templates and

appliqué.
