Print off the template then pick out a template size that will best fit your card or 
project. Cut out a piece of brown card or paper to fit over the top of the template 
size you’re using. Use a temporary glue or tape along the edges and stick the 

piece of paper over the top of the template on the sheet. Pop the sheet back into 
your printer and re-print the same template sheet again so it prints over the top of 
the brown paper/card. Remove the paper piece from the template sheet and cut 

out the suitcase. Colour in the metal parts and the straps/handle with metallic 
pens to create your embellishment. Decorate the front of your card blank, (if mak-
ing a card) with pieces of patterned paper then glue your suitcase embellishment 

on top. Add your message to complete your card.

Print off the template sheet directly onto white card. Decide on your card size 
then choose a template size that best fits your card and cut it out. If you’re using 
a large card shape cut out the different parts of the card then draw around them 
onto patterned paper and cut them out. Reassemble the pieces to decorate the 
card. For the smaller size template colour them in using marker pens or pencils. 
To re-create the sample card cut a square of patterned paper then cut a semi  

circle shape of green paper and glue it to the bottom of the square. Stitch around 
the square with a sewing machine then glue the square to your card blank.  

Colour in the second smallest card on the template sheet then cut it out leaving a 
small white boarder. Glue the card to the square of paper so it’s sitting on top of 
the green piece. Add the message to your card and sew on a ribbon bow then 

glue a button on top.

This template has two different styles you can use. You can make a shaped card or you 
can use the embellishment templates to make the embellishments. To make the shaped 
card print off the shaped card template onto paper. Cut out both the template pieces on 

the sheet. Take a sheet of card and fold it in half then place the shaped card template on 
top of the card matching up the dashed line on the template with the fold on your card. 
Draw around the template piece then keeping the card folded cut out the template to 

make your shaped base card. Next take the other template piece with the whole design 
on it. Draw around the whole shape onto a piece of card then cut it out. Cut the template 
into the separate pieces, the ice cream pieces, cone and the cherry. Draw around each 

ice cream piece on to different patterned papers and cut them out. Draw around the cone 
onto a neutral or orange colour paper and cut it out. Draw around the cherry piece onto 

white card and cut it out. Reassemble the ice cream and cone pieces onto the whole 
card shape you cut out earlier gluing them down. Draw on the details on the cherry and 

around the edges with a fine black pen. Colour in the cherry with marker pens or pencils. 
To finish your card add your message. To make it a fathers day card idea use the  

message ‘Dad you’re the cherry on top’.

Print off the template sheet. There’s lots of different sizes to choose from so you 
can pick a size that best fits your card size. Cut out the template size you’d like to 

use. Draw around the two templates onto brown card and cut them both out. 
Separate the two pieces of the template, the tree tops and the trunks. Draw 
around the trunk onto patterned papers and cut them out, you can use really 
small off cuts for these. Next with the tree template pieces cut them down so 

they’re slightly smaller and then draw around them onto green plain or patterned 
paper and cut them out. Glue the tree pieces to the brown card tree shapes and 
then glue the trunk pieces on top. Copy the doodle ‘branches’ from the template 

onto your embellishments to finish them. 
Decorate your card blank with a strip of patterned paper and add your message 

to it then add your tree embellishments underneath.

Print off the template sheet. This template sheet has the main embellishment on 
it then there’s a large template and the smaller templates that you can print di-
rectly onto card or patterned paper if you want to use them like digital stamps. 

To use the template cut out the template from the sheet. You can cut around the 
whiskers or just cut around the cat face and add the whiskers on afterward. Draw 
around the cat face onto a plain card colour then cut it out. Do the same with the 
eyes, nose and inner ears drawing around them onto white card and then colour-
ing in with marker pens. If you don’t feel confidant drawing around then copying 
the eye detail print the template sheet onto white card and just cut them right out 
of the sheet. Draw on the face detail and then draw around the edge of the cat 

face with black pen. Cut out the whiskers from the template sheet and draw 
around them and cut them out. Glue the whiskers to the cat face to complete the 

embellishment. Add your embellishment to your card to finish. 
This template could also be used for a good luck card idea using a lucky black 

cat.

along the bottom half of your card then add your whale embellishment on top. 
Add your choice of greeting to the top or bottom of your card to finish. If you 

wanted to you could use more than one of the whale templates in different sizes 
on one card for a different look.

black or brown pen. Draw on the edges and the details copying them from the 

template to complete your embellishment.

Decorate the fronts of the apples with 
piece of patterned paper cutting them out slightly smaller than the template 

pieces. Cut out the both the leaves on the apple template and draw around them 
onto white card and cut them out. Colour in the leaves with pens or pencils, do 

the same with the apple shapes colouring the stalks and the edges of the apples. 
Glue the leaves over the top of the apples. Finally add on the face details, (if us-

ing) and draw on the edges with a fine black or brown pen. Add your finished em-
bellishments to your card or other project. 

Alternatively you can print the templates onto patterned paper an then cut them 
out. You’ll need to add a separate cut out leaf to the top as in the instructions

cushions and the sofa back. Use a temporary glue or tape around the edges to fix 
the pieces of paper in turn over the top of the template size you want to use then 
put the sheet back in your printer and print the template sheet again so it prints 
over the top of the patterned paper pieces. When you have each piece printed 

cut them out and then glue them onto the large full sofa shape. Add your finished 
embellishment to your card or other project.

Print off the template sheet directly on to card. Decide which of the size rosettes will best 
fit your card or other project and cut it out. Colour in the writing on the front or use an-

other template printed on to regular paper as a template to cut the letters out of patterned 
paper. Glue the circle of card to another piece of patterned paper or coloured card and 
re-cut it out using decorative edged scissors. Next take a piece of crepe paper or tissue 
paper and roll it into a roll then cut off a piece about 1 inch wide so when you undo the 

roll you have a long thin strip of paper. Put glue or doublesided tape on the back of your 
circle of card and add the crepe paper to the back gathering it around the circle shape. 

Trim off the end when you get to it and fix it down with a piece of tape. Add some ribbon 
to the back with more tape.  

If you’re making your rosette as a badge add a piece of card over the back to neaten 
then add your button badge or a brooch back. If using as a embellishment stick it directly 

to your card or other project.
