Print off the template sheet and decide which size you would like to use on your
card. Cut out a piece of white or cream card large enough to fit over the template
image you're using then use a small amount of glue to temporarily stick the piece
of card over the top of the image. Put the sheet back in your printer and print out
the sheet again so it prints over the top of the piece of card. Peel the card piece

off the paper sheet. Next do the same but with three different patterned papers

one at a time. You'll need one for the top of his body, one for the trousers and
one for the hat. Use black card for the boots and gloves and white card or felt for

the beard. Cut out each of the pieces from the patterned papers then re-
assemble them onto the first image on the white card. Colour in the face detail on
the white card piece to finish.
Add your finished embellishment to your card.

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Print off the template sheet and decide which size template you would like to use.
There are three sizes to choose from depending on what size card you want to
make. When you have chosen cut out each of the birds. The birds can be made

into robins using the lines but you can use any colour or pattern you like to
change the card from a Christmas card to a birthday card or any other card you
like, (you can change the greeting to ‘tweeting you happy birthday or happy
anniversary etc etc). Pick out the colour cardstock you want to use for your birds
and draw around them then cut them out. In the sample card bellow felt has been
used over the top of the card pieces so you could if you wanted to also use felt or
fabric, that goes for any of the template ideas. Cut out one each of both the whole
bird shapes. To make them robins cut the face part and cut that out from red then
up to the next line on the template, cut that out in white then layer the pieces on
top of the whole bird shape to make your bird embellishments. Draw on the eyes,
(or if you're using felt stitch them on). Glue the birds to your backing piece of
paper and then draw on the legs. Finish your card with your choice of greeting
then add it to a card blank to complete.

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Snowman Heart
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or mini shaped cards
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Snowman Heart

Print off the template sheet and decide which size card you would like to make.
There are two smaller sizes to make embellishments with and the largest will
make a shaped card in a size to fit a standard C6 size envelope.

To make the shaped base card first cut out the shaped card template, it's the
largest one on the sheet. Cut a piece of 12x12 cardstock in half then take one of
the halves and fold that in half to make a 6x6 size folded card. Place the template
on the card so the top of the hat matches up to the folded edge on the card. Draw
around the template. Keep the card folded and then cut out the shape to create
your shaped base card.

To decorate your shaped card or to make either of the smaller embellishments
first take the template size you're using and draw around the whole shape onto a
piece of card or white based patterned paper, (for the sample card bellow I've
used white felt for a fluffy snowy look). Next take the template and cut off the
snowman hat and draw around that onto black card and cut it out. Glue the hat to
your snowman shape. Repeat this with the heart shape and the carrot nose so
you end up with your whole snowman design.

Add your finished embellishment to your card to finish or if you're making the
shaped card glue it over the top of your shaped base card.

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Different sizes to choose from
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Print off the template sheet and decide which size template you would like to use.
Pick on that best fits the size of card you're wanting to make. Pick out a patterned
paper and then cut out the template. Draw around the template onto the
patterned paper and cut it out. Decorate your card blank with another piece of
patterned paper as your background then glue your ‘a’ on top. Add the rest of
your message with stickers or stamps around the ‘a’. Change your message
depending on what card you’'re making so it could be “have a wonderful time”,
“have a brilliant birthday”, “have a joyous new year” etc etc.

Print off the template sheet and decide which size you would like to use on your
card. Cut out a piece of white or cream card large enough to fit over the template
image you're using then use a small amount of glue to temporarily stick the piece
of card over the top of the image. Put the sheet back in your printer and print out
the sheet again so it prints over the top of the piece of card. Peel the card piece
off the paper sheet. Next do the same but with three
different patterned papers one at a time. You'll need one
for the body, one for the heart shape and one for the
scarf. Cut out each of the pieces from the patterned
papers, from the body piece cut the face shape out from
the middle. Colour in the face detail on the white card
piece.

Glue all the patterned paper pieces on top of the white

card piece to create your embellishment. Start with the

body piece, then the heart shape and finally the scarf.
Add your finished embellishment to your card.

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Winter Pals Piggy

Print off the template sheet and decide which size you would like to use on your
card. Cut out the main piggy design, all around the edge. Place the template on a
piece of pink coloured card or pink based patterned paper and draw around it.
Cut out the shape from the pink paper. Next take the template and cut away the
scarf part of it. Draw around the scarf template piece onto a patterned paper then
cut it out. Cut out the piece of the scarf from the template that hangs down and
draw around that onto the same patterned paper then cut it out. Glue this over
the top of the whole scarf shape, this will just help to break up the pattern and
make it look like it’s folded over. Glue the scarf to the whole piggy shape to
create your embellishment. To finish your embellishment add on the face details
and draw around the outside edges with a marker pen. Add your finished
embellishment to your card. You can fold up the scarf to make it look like it's
flapping in the wind or just to give it a more 3D look.

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Winter Pals Bunny

Smaller embellishment

Shaped Card Size
Fits a DL size envelope
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Winter Pals Bunny

Print off the template sheet and decide which size card you would like to make. There are two
card sizes on this sheet to choose from the largest will make a shaped card in a size to fit a stan-
dard DL envelope. To make the shaped card first cut out the shaped card template from the
sheet. Cut a piece of 12x12 cardstock in half to make two 6x12 inch piece. Take one of the pieces
and fold it in half. Take the template and fold up the scarf piece so the bottom edge of the tem-
plate is a straight edge. Place the template on the card so that the bottom of the template
matches up to the open edge of your card and the top of the template sits on the fold. Some of
the template will go over the edge. Hold it in place and draw around the outside of the shape.
Keep the card folded and cut out the shape to make your shaped base card.

Next take the template and draw around the whole shape in a patterned paper or plain card
colour you would like the bunny face to be. Cut out the shape.
Cut away the hat and the scarf from the template and draw around those onto a different pat-
terned paper or cardstock then cut them out. Glue them to the whole template shape. To make
the scarf more 3D cut out another of the top pieces and glue it to your card so it's slightly bent

upward.

Next cut out the nose and mouth from the template and
draw around that on to card or as in the sample cut
around the shape on a piece of felt to make a furry

nose. Glue this to your card then draw on the eyes and

other face details. To add a little bit of detail either use
real stitching or draw on stitching around the edges of
the hat and scarf on your card then draw around the
other edges with a marker pen filling in the inner ear
details.

The final step is to glue your card front to your base
card. If you want to you can cover over the back of the
ears where they stick out from the top of the card with

more of your base card colour. Fold up the scarf bot-
tom to make the card stand up, you can bend it around

a pen barrel to give it a 3D effect and snip up into the

end to make the tassels.

Shaped Card Size
Fits a 6x6 size envelope

Print off the template sheet and decide which size you would like to make.
There’s a smaller size for making an embellishment or a larger size for making a
shaped card. The finished shaped card will fit a standard 6x6 inch envelope.
To make the shaped base card first cut out the shaped card template. Take a
piece of 12x12 cardstock and cut it in half then take one of the halves and fold
that in half to make a 6x6 card. Place the template on the card so the top of the
bears head matches up to the fold on the card fold up the end of the scarf on the
template so the base of it is flat then draw around it. Cut out the shape while the
card is still folded to get your shaped base card.

To decorate your base card or to make the smaller embellishment draw around
the whole template onto a piece of cardstock and cut it out. Next separate the
head and the scarf pieces on the template and draw around the head onto
coloured card or felt or fabric, (the colour you would like your bear to be). Draw
around the scarf piece onto patterned paper. Cut out the pieces and glue them on
top of the whole template shape you cut out first. Add the face details and draw,
(or sew if you're using felt/fabric) around the edges. If you'd like to make a hat
draw around that shape, cut it out then glue it on to finish. Add your
embellishment to your card or if you've made a shaped base card glue your large
embellishment over the top and fold up the scarf edge so it sits on the surface.
