November Technique Focus—Cupcake Picks 

This month we’re using the smaller templates in our November set to make some 
fun cupcake picks. These are great to dress up sandwiches and cakes for a birthday

They’re very simple to create. All you need is to make some punched or die cut 
shapes of card using scallop and round shapes. Use some of the smaller templates 
from your set printed on to white card and coloured in with marker pens. Cut out the 
template designs and add them to the middle of the scallop shapes. Glue a cocktail 
stick to the back of the card piece making sure you stick it so your design is straight. 

Add another piece of card to the back to cover the back of the cocktail stick. 
The designs used here are the Cat in a birthday hat template from page 1 of your 
November template set and the Birthday Bunny template sheet from page 13 of 

your November template set. 
If you’re making these for very young children you would want to substitute the 

cocktail sticks for lollipop sticks that wouldn’t have the sharp edges. 
You could also add these embellishments to paper or plastic straws to make more 

fun matching accessories.
