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Joy Three Fold Card

Print off both template sheets. Use the card blank template to make your card blank,
scoring and folding along the dashed lines.

Cut out each of the letters on the other template sheet. Place each letter on a differ-
ent patterned paper, draw around them and cut them out. Decorate the three panels
on the card blank and stick each letter on to each panel to spell out ‘Joy’.

You can decorate the letters as well as the card blank further if you like. As well as a
special card this template would also make a lovely decoration.

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Gingerbread House Card

Print off the template sheet. Cut out the piece marked base and place it on a sheet
of plain card, draw around it and cut it out. Cover the base piece with some pat-
terned paper or coloured card. Next cut out the roof part from the template and draw
around that on to more coloured card. Stick the roof onto the base about half way
down, the finished card should fit in a C5 envelope when finished so you can use
one as a guide, placed underneath your card to make sure it will fit as you add the
roof and other pieces. Use the other pieces on the template to decorate your house
shape, drawing around each on to patterned paper and cutting them out. When you
have finished your house stick it on to an A5 card blank, matching the flat base to
the bottom edge of your card.

To use the larger template cut out the triangle shape and draw around it on to
coloured card 3 or 4 times (or more if you wish to make your banner a longer one or
spell out a particular message). Punch holes in the corners of each piece where
indicated on the template and string them together. Decorate your banner as you
like. The scallop template can be used to decorate the triangle shapes and it can
also be used to cover over the holes.

Use the smaller size template in the same way but this time arranging and applying
them to a card blank.

Next cut out the penguin shape on the other template and draw around it on to card.
Place the card penguin shape on top of your shaped base card, matching up the
feet and the body and stick it down.

Use the template to decorate your penguin, cutting out the other shapes and
features to make him up.

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Tree with Gifts Pop up Card

Print off the template on to paper. First you need to make your pop up bit so first cut
out the pop up card shape template. Draw around it on to some patterned paper, |
have found the thicker type papers work the best for this but if you don’t have any

you can use thin card, anything too bulky will make it difficult for your card to lay flat.
Ok so once you have your shape cut out place the template back over it and score
along the dashed lines then carefully cut with a craft knife along the solid lines. As
your template is on paper you can score and cut right through it on to your pop up
piece. Now this next bit is tricky. You need to fold your pop up piece in half so the
side you want to show on the inside of your card is facing outwards. Then the other
score line need to be folded the opposite way. So you essential create a step in the
middle of your piece of paper. Now take a A6 size card blank or make one from a
folded sheet of A5 paper and stick in your pop up piece. It is 5mm smaller than the
inside of your card so you should have a nice neat edge of 5mm all the way around.

Make sure you match up the center folds too.

Next you can cut out all the little embellishment pieces from the template sheet.
Draw around these on to scraps of card and cut them out. You can decorate them
up a bit of you like, add some ribbon bows to the gifts, decorate the tree etc.
Arrange the embellishments around the step on your card and when you’re happy
with the positions stick them down to the front of the step.

Finally use the larger gift box shape or any other embellishments you like to
decorate the front of your card.

Fold a sheet of card in half and place the angel template on it matching up the
top of the angels’ head right up to the fold. Draw around the shape and cut it out,
keeping the card folded to create your shaped base card. Draw around the angel
template again this time on to a sheet of card. Cut out the shape. Now you can cut
out the details on the template and draw around those on to other pieces of
card/papers in colours/patterns of your choice. Start with the wing pieces and follow
with the rest sticking together the angel shape to recreate it on to the card shape
you cut out earlier. When you've finished decorating your angel stick it to your
shaped base card matching up the edges.

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Give a Hug Bear Card

Print off the template sheet and cut out the shaped base card piece. Place it on a
folded sheet of card, matching up the dashed line to the fold on your card. Draw
around the shape and cut it out, keeping the card folded to create your shaped base
card. Cut out the bear shape on the template, cutting around the edge only. Place
the shape on a sheet of card or patterned paper and draw around it then cut it out.
Stick it on top of your shaped card template, matching up the edges.

Next cut out the detail on the bear template, cut off his scarf and his paws and draw
around these on to more patterned paper. Stick the pieces on to your card and add
the face detail to finish.

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Fireplace with Stockings Card

First cut out the fireplace shape, cutting around the outside edge only. Fold a piece
of card in half and place the fireplace shape on it matching the top of the card to the
fold, ignore the bumpy bits at this stage keep the top edge straight and draw around
the shape. Keep the card folded as you cut out the shape to create your shaped
base card. Next tale the fireplace template again and cut off the top long piece
(mantel) and the bottom long piece (hearth). Take some wooden coloured card (or
any other colour you want them to be) and draw around the shapes, this time includ-
ing all the bumpy edges then cut them out. Punch holes in the top pieces as indi-
cated on the template. The other left over but of the fireplace template depicts the
stones and the center bit where the fire goes. You can create a fire in this space if
you like or just make it black as I've done on my card. Draw around and cut out the
stones pieces.

Place all the stone pieces and the hearth on to your shaped card, you can ink or
chalk around the edges if you like before you stick them down. Don’t stick down the
mantel piece yet. Next cut out and draw around the stockings from the template
sheet, make as many as you want to add to your card (you can nhame each one to
personalise your card). Make holes in each stocking as indicated on the templates.
Using some embroidery thread or something similar thread the stockings together
on a string and then thread both ends through the holes on the mantel piece of the
template. Leave a little hanging on the front and then secure the thread at the back
of the mantel piece and stick it down to your card.

Santa’s Got Stuck up the Chimney Card

You can use the Santa image to make an embellishment for your card or you can
choose to make a shaped card with this template sheet. To make a shaped card
print off the template sheet and cut out the base card shape (the roof shape). Fold a
piece of A5 card in half (or you can use a scrap of card that fits). Place the base
card template on it matching the dashed line up to the fold and draw around it. Keep
the card folded and cut out the shape to make your base card.

Next cut out the Santa shape, cutting around the whole of the shape of the design
first. Draw around it on to a piece of card white card. Take the template piece again
and this time cut apart all the individual bits that make up the shape. From here you
can either draw around them on to the white card and colour them in or you can
draw around them on to patterned/coloured paper or card. Once you have all the
pieces stick them on to the white card shape you cut out earlier to recreate the
Santa sticking out of the chimney shape. Attach the shape to your base card,
matching up the bottom edges of the shape and the card, they should be about the
same size. There you have your shaped card done. You can embellish it more if you
want to or add texture to your base card to make it look more like a roof.

If you want to just make an embellishment do exactly the same but leave off making
the base shaped base card and simply adhere it to your choice of card blank or
other design, maybe a gift box or a notebook?
