Shaped Card size template for C6 size
envelopes

Embellishment template for A6 size cards, (4x6)
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There are several different sizes you can use on this template sheet. You can choose to
print out the sheet directly on card and add colour to the designs then use them on your
cards and projects. The designs can also be used as templates. To make the shaped card
first cut out the largest tree design on the printed sheet. Place it on a piece of brown card
and draw around it. Cut out the shape. Next take the template again and this time cut out
the pieces along the inner lines, it should split your template up into three pieces.

These pieces are going to be the icing on your cookie card. Draw around each of the three
pieces on the colour of card you would like the icing to be. Cut out the pieces and then glue
them on top of your whole cookie shape. Draw on the sugar sprinkles or add small cut out
pieces of coloured card. To give them a little bit more décor add some Glossy Accents on
top of the sprinkles. Finally to make the card stand up we need to make a small mini stand.
Cut a piece of card out measuring 6x2 inches and fold it in half. Glue half of the folded card
to the back of your cookie to make it stand up.
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Different sizes to suit
your card or project
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With this template sheet you can choose to print the sheet on to card and colour in the im-
ages or you can use the sheet as a template to draw around. With this card sample I've
printed the sheet directly on to card then coloured in the medium sized Santa image and cut
it out. If you wanted to cut out the pieces that make up the Santa design and use them as
templates to make up your Santa embellishment you can do this now instead. When you've
finished your Santa embellishment take a blank 6x6 square card blank and score the front
panel of the card in half then fold it inward to make an easel type card. Decorate the front
panel to look like a chimney and add the Ho Ho Ho message to the bottom of the card so

the folded bit is wedged behind it.
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Print out the template sheet and then cut out all the pieces. Pick three different
patterned papers and draw around each template shape on them then cut them out.
Glue some more paper to the backs of the pieces and re-cut them out to make them

double-sided and to give them a bit more strength. Next place the template pieces
one at a time back on top of your cut out pieces and punch holes where the dots are
on the template. Now cut out the bird house roof and details from the template
piece. Draw around them on to a different patterned paper then cut them out and
glue them on to your house shape to decorate it, re apply the holes.
Finally decorate each of your pieces as you choose. Tie the sections together using
ribbon or string. Tie the bird under the house and the other oval shape above the
house. Make a hanger for the top with a piece of ribbon or string. Add any extra
decoration to your card you choose.

Have fun!
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Print out the template on to paper. Cut out the base card template and use it to
make a card blank that size. Next cut out the sections of the tree from the template
sheet. Draw around each section on to different pieces of patterned or coloured
paper, (if you have lots of small pieces of paper leftover these will be ideal to use for
this card). Next reassemble the sections of the tree on your card blank so the
straight edges on the sections are butted up to the straight edge on your card. The
tree should look like it's coming out from the edge of your card. If you wanted to you
can cut out more sections and carry the tree design on to the inside of your card.
To complete your card add an embellishment on top of the tree and add your choice
of message down the side.

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Embellishment template for A6 size cards, (4x6)
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With this template sheet you can choose to print the sheet on to card and colour in
the images or you can use the sheet as a template to draw around. With this card
sample I've printed the sheet directly on to card then coloured in the medium sized
Angel image and cut it out. If you wanted to cut out the pieces that make up the
Angel design and use them as templates to make up your embellishment you can
do this now instead. When you've finished your embellishment apply it to your
choice of card blank.

Have fun!
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Print out the template sheet and then cut
out all the pieces. Pick a patterned paper
and draw around the square of the gift box
shape and the lid shape on to it then cut
them out. Glue some more paper to the
backs of the pieces and re-cut them out to
make them double-sided and to give them a
bit more strength. Next place the template
pieces one at a time back on top of your cut
out pieces and punch holes where the dots
are on the template. Now cut out the bow
shape from the template piece. Draw
around it on to a different patterned paper
then cut it out to make a paper bow. Glue
the bow over the top of the gift box lid
shape matching up the edges.

Finally make the heart shape by drawing
around the heart template piece on to pat-
terned paper then cutting it out. Glue it on

another piece of patterned paper and re-cut
it out to make it double-sided. Place the
template piece back on top of it and then
punch holes through where the dots are on
the template. Tie the sections together us-
ing ribbon or string. Start with the lid above
the gift box square and then put the heart
underneath. Make a hanger for the top with

a piece of ribbon or string. Add any extra

decoration to your card you choose.

This card can be used for Christmas or

made as a birthday card or any other occa-
sion where you give gifts it would work for
too.
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Mini embellishment size
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Large size for 6x6 square cards
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Embellishment template for A6 size cards, (4x6)
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With this template sheet you can choose to print the sheet on to card and colour in
the images or you can use the sheet as a template to draw around. With this card
sample I've printed the sheet directly on to card then coloured in the medium and
mini sized bird images and cut them out. If you wanted to cut out the pieces that
make up the bird design and use them as templates to make up your embellishment
you can do this now instead. When you’ve finished your embellishment/s apply it to
your choice of card blank.

Have fun!
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Print out the template sheet on
card and then cut out the pieces
then assemble as instructed.
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With this sheet you can choose to print the whole thing on to card and cut the pieces out to
assemble them or you can print the sheet out on paper and cut out one at each time then
use them as templates to draw around. If you're drawing around the template pieces you'll

need to cut out 10 leaves, 10 stars, 1 trunk and 1 big star. You can use the same paper for
all of the leaves or use a mix up of different paper scraps. Once you have all the pieces cut
out you can draw around the edges and/or distress the edges of the pieces. Next take or
make an A6 size card blank, (4x6” or 10.5x14.5cm folded). Begin by gluing the tree trunk

shape to the bottom of your card so it's central but along the bottom edge. Add the first row
of four leaves above the trunk.

Add another layer of three leaves next

Then a final layer or two and then one. Finish the top of the tree with the large star shape.
Add the smaller stars, one on each leaf to complete your card.
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With this sheet there are different sized templates to choose from you can also
choose to print the sheet directly onto card and colour in the images to use on your
cards. With the sample I've used both techniques. To do this you need to print out

one template sheet on paper and one directly on to card to begin with. While the
card print out is drying cut out the paper version of the size you're wanting to use,
you can choose the Santa or the snowman design or both. Cut out the scarf from
the template piece and draw around it on to patterned paper then cut it out. If you
wanted to you can do the same with the hat. Colour in the images you want to use
on the printed card sheet and cut them out. Glue the scarf, (and hat if you've done

that too) on top of the coloured in image. Draw around the patterned paper pieces to
highlight the edges. Apply your finished embellishment to your card blank then add
a message to finish.
You can mix up which designs you choose using both on one card or adding one
design to one card.

Have fun!
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Different sizes to suit your
choice of project. The
largest size will work as a
shaped card and the
smaller sizes for card and
gift tag toppers.



With this sheet there are different sized templates to choose from you can also
choose to print the sheet directly onto card and colour in the images to use on your
cards. With the sample I've printed the template sheet directly on to card then
coloured in the medium sized image to use on a card. There’s also a shaped card
template you can use on the sheet. To use this cut it out from the sheet then draw
around the whole shape on to a piece of card. Cut out the shape and make a mini
square card to glue to the back like a mini stand to make the card stand up, (the
Christmas Tree Cookie Card instructions on page 2 show you how this looks). Use
the shaped card template to cut out all the pieces that make up the bear and draw
around them on to different plain and patterned papers. Cut all the pieces out and
re-assemble them on the front of your card. Draw on the details copying them from
the template to finish your card.
