Apple Banner

Large square 6x6 inches card size
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Ab6 or 4x6 inches card size
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Apple Banner

Print off the template sheet and decide which size card you would like to make.
There are two card sizes the templates have already been sizes for but you can
make any size card and pick the size that you think fits best. To make the banner
from either size first cut out the banner pieces and draw around them onto
patterned paper then cut them out. Fold the pieces in half to make the pendant
shape banner pieces. For the apple decorations cut out the apples from the
template sheet and then draw around them onto brown or green card and cut
them out. Cut off the stalk pieces from the apple templates and draw around
them again onto red patterned paper and cut them out. Glue the red apple
shapes on top of the brown apple shapes you cut out first. To finish your apple
embellishments draw around the edges with black or brow n pen, (optional). Add
an apple embellishment to each of the banner pieces. To make the banner cut
out a piece of twine or string and fold the banner pieces over the string then glue
them together on the inside. Space the banner pieces equally apart then glue the
banner to your card. Finish the ends of the banner by tying bows at each end.
Add your greeting to your card to finish.

A Slice of Cake

A selection of different sizes to choose from
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A Slice Of Cake

Print off the template sheet then decide which size template you would like to
use, pick on that best fits the size of card you would like to make. First cut out the
whole template shape. Draw around it onto patterned paper you would like the
cake plate to be, in the case of the sample card bellow that was the brown floral
paper. Cut out this piece from the paper. Next cut off the cake slice from the tem-
plate and draw around then cut out that onto a coloured card you would like to
use for your cake. This could be a cream for plain cake or a brown for a choco-
late cake etc. Take the template cake piece again and this time cut out all the ic-
ing, it should stay all in one piece. Draw around the icing onto a pink coloured
card or other colour you would like the icing to be then cut it out. In the sample
bellow the icing has been decorated using handmade paper to give it a fluffy tex-
ture. When you've finished your icing glue it over the top of the cake shape
you’ve cut out to create your slice of cake. Add some of the cake texture using a
pen. To complete your embellishment add your slice of cake over the piece you
cut out first so it should look like the cake slice sitting on top of the plate. Add
your finished embellishment to your card to complete.

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Cute Wise Owl

A selection of sizes to choose
from. Choose one that suits
your project the best.
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Cute Wise Owl

Print off the template sheet. Decide which size owl you would like to make, this
depends on the size that will best fit your project. Cut out the owl you're using
from the template sheet and also cut out the corresponding size bow tie. Pick out
a brown or grey coloured cardstock for the owl body and draw around the whole
template shape onto the card piece then cut it out. Next cut out the wings and the
body part of the owl template. Draw around the wings onto more of the coloured
card and draw around the body onto a patterned paper. Cut out all three pieces.
Glue the patterned body piece to the whole owl shape and then glue the wings on
top. Draw around the bow tie onto the same patterned paper and cut it out. Glue
the bow tie to the owl. Next take the head template piece and cut out the beak,
cutting it from the bottom then cut out one side of the glasses. Draw around the
beak onto orange card and cut it out. Glue it to your owl embellishment. Finally
take the glasses piece you've cut from the template and draw around it with
pencil, there should be an edge of the glasses that you can match up to the beak
to get the right placement. Flip the glasses piece over and draw around it on the
other side of the beak. Re-draw over the pencil lines in black pen when you're
happy with the glasses. Draw around the edges of the owl too. Colour in the owls
feet or use the same orange as you did for the beak to cut them out from then
glue them to your embellishment to finish it off. You can also add a little bit of
blue around the inside edge of the glasses to create the illusion of glass. Add
your finished owl embellishment to your card, (or other project).

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Baking

A selection of different sizes to choose from
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Baking

Print off the template sheet. First decide which size you'd like to use. You can mix
up the sizes on the same card if you like as in the card sample bellow. To make
the embellishments pick out two patterned papers or coloured cardstock pieces.
One will be for the flour sack and one for the baking bowl. Temporarily glue the
pieces over the top of the template designs you're using on the sheet with small
dabs of glue stick. Pop the sheet back inside your printer and print the template

sheet again so it prints out over the top of the card pieces. Peel the pieces of
card back off the template sheet and cut out the designs. Colour in the ‘flour’
word on front of the flour sack and the heart details on the baking bowl. Decorate
your card blank and then add your embellishments on top to finish your card.
These designs would also make fun embellishments for a baking themed
scrapbook page.

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Gift Jar

Large square 6x6 inches card size
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Ab6 or 4x6 inches card size

Shaped card size. Completed card will fit a C6 envelope.
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Gift Jar

With this template there’s the added option to make a jar shaped card. To make
the shaped card first print off the shaped card template sheet then cut out the
large jar shape. Take your card blank or fold a piece of card in half to make one
then place the jar template on the card front to the left edge matches up to the
fold on the card. Draw around the template. Take the template away and then cut
out the jar shape keeping your card folded to create your shaped base card. You
then make a large embellishment using the same jar shape to fit over the top. To
make the smaller embellishment print off the template sheet with the smaller jar
shapes on and then decide which size you'd like to use. Cut out the jar you're
using then take a piece of patterned paper. Draw around the jar shape onto the
patterned paper and cut it out. Next cut the top and the bottom of the jar off of the
template. Draw around these pieces onto a plain coloured card and cut them out.
Draw on the details copying them from the template then glue them over the top
of the patterned paper jar shape. To decorate add the label to the jar cutting it
from the template sheet and drawing around it onto paper or card then cutting it
out. Your card message can then be added to the label. You also have the option
to make a bow using the template on the sheet or you can use a real ribbon bow
as in the card sample bellow. Add your finished embellishment to your card to
complete it. This template design would also make a lovely gift tag.

Print off the template sheet. There are two sizes to choose from on the sheet so
you can choose to make one big flower as in the card sample bellow or you can
choose to make more than one flower for your card using the smaller template.
Cut out all the pieces that make up the template on the sheet and draw around
the petals onto yellow patterned or coloured paper. Draw around the middle
template onto dark brown coloured card. Then the foliage embellishment if using
need cutting out from green patterned paper or coloured card. You'll need to cut
out lots of petals and build them up. A way to cut out lots of the petal shapes at a
time is to concertina fold your patterned paper and then draw around one of the
petal shapes and cut it out so it cuts through all the paper layers and cuts of
several of the shapes at a time. To build up the flower start with a petal at the top,
bottom and at each side then build up the remaining petals in the gaps to make a
round shape. Glue on the middle over the top in the centre of the flower. Add the
doodley edge onto the foliage pieces then tuck them in behind the flower to
complete your card.

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Doodley Acorns

A selection of different sizes of leaves and acorns

Print off the template sheet. Decide which of the embellishments you would like
to use on your card and then cut them from the sheet. Draw around them onto
scraps of cardstock or patterned paper in acorny colours. In the card sample
bellow a garland has been made from the embellishments by sewing a line of
them together on the sewing machine. Mix up the materials you use to cut them
out of to make different embellishments. Felt acorn leaves could make lovely
embellishments with a texture.

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Gingerbread House
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A6 or 4x6 inches card size
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Gingerbread House

The easiest way to use this design is to add colour directly to it with marker pens
or pencils. Print off the template sheet directly onto white card. Choose the
design you would like to use, (there are two sizes so you can pick which one
works best on the card size you're using). Cut out he design leaving a small
boarder of white all the way around the edge. Colour in the gingerbread house
design. You can add on other embellishments if you like, maybe making the
sweets on the roof 3d by using gems or pearls or dots of glitter glue. The snow
can also be embellished with glitter to make it more snow like. Once you've
finished your embellishment add it to your card design. The card bellow just uses
three different patterned papers layered up with the embellishment added on top
with 3D foam pads.

There are two ways to use this sheet, print out the sheet on regular paper and
use the leaves as templates to draw around onto scraps of paper or print the
design directly onto coloured card or patterned paper and then cut them out. In
the card sample bellow the leaf template has been printed directly onto a piece of
patterned paper and then two of the leaf shapes have been cut out to make a
cluster embellishment in the lower right corner. To use the template sheet
differently just change up the materials you use to cut the leaves from Maybe felt
or fabric to make appliqué for cushions or other home décor. Use lots of different
scraps of coloured paper to make the leaves from for another look, maybe
making a framed picture. The leaves can also be added to other embellishments,
flowers perhaps to enhance them on your projects.

Cute Boo

A selection of different sizes to choose from
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Cute Boo

Print off the template sheet directly onto white card. Pick the size you want to use
on your card, (or other project) and cut out around the design leaving a small
boarder of white around the edge. Next print off the template sheet again on to
more white card. If you wanted to use scraps of card you can also print the
design onto paper and then temporarily glue the card scraps over the design
you’re using then print the sheet again so it prints over the top of the scrap of
card. From the second piece of card cut out just the ghost shape. Cut out the
eyes from the middle so it makes two holes. Add colour to the first design on the
shoes and the eyes then using 3D foam pads fix the ghost cut out shape over the
top. Decorate your card blank with layers of paper and then add your ghost
embellishment on top to finish.
