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There are two ways you can use this template sheet. You can use the designs as a 
template to draw around or you can print the designs directly on to card to colour in. 
To make the card bellow a combination of the two methods has been used. To do 
this you need to print two of page 1 of you template set, one copy onto white card 

and one copy onto normal printer paper. Leave your card print out to dry and in the 
meantime cut out the size of template you want to use from the paper print out. Cut 

out the trousers from the template and pick a piece of patterned paper out in a  
pattern you would like to use for the trousers. Place the template on the patterned 

paper and then draw around it. Cut out the trouser shape from the patterned paper. 
You can also do the same with the elephants hat if you like using a different  

patterned paper.  
By now the card print out should be dry. Colour in the elephant, (in grey or another 

colour of your choice). Glue the patterned trousers on top of the coloured in  
elephant making sure you match up the lines. Draw on the trouser edges with a 

black pen copying them from the template. Do the same with the hat too. When you 
have finished making your elephant cut him out of the sheet of card, leave a small 

boarder of white card around the edge.  
Make a background on your card blank using stripes of patterned paper and add 

your elephant embellishment on top. Complete your card by adding on your choice 
of message.

Shaped Card  
Topper to use with 

shaped card  
template. 

Finished card will 
fit a 6x6 size  

envelope 
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Shaped Card Template 
 

Match the dashed line to the fold on a piece of card. 
Draw around the template and cut it out to create 

your shaped base card. Use the topper template on 
top of your shaped base card to decorate. 
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Print off the template sheet on a piece of printer paper, to make the shaped card 
you’ll need to print out both pages 3 and 4. Cut out the shaped card template and 

the large lion template. Take a white card blank large enough to fit the shaped card 
template onto, (you can also use a regular piece of card folded in half). Place the 
shaped card template on the card so the dashed line is matched up to the fold on 
the card then draw around the template. Keep the card folded as you cut out the  

design, you will end up with your shaped base card. Next take the lion template and 
a piece of white card and draw around the template onto the white card then cut out 

the shape. Cut out the lions head and jumper from the template and draw around 
them again onto more of the white card. Cover the jumper shaped piece with  

patterned paper. Draw the details on the card pieces you’ve cut out copying them 
from the template. Take the whole lion card shape and glue it to the front of the 
shaped base card. Colour in the lions paws, or you can cover the whole of the 

shape in orange or yellow paper if you didn’t want to colour in. When the body is col-
oured add on the jumper on top and then the lions head. Add colour to the lions 

head and then add your choice of message to finish off your card.

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Shaped card template.  
Match the dashed line on the template to the fold on a 
sheet of card. Draw around the template and then cut 

out the shape to create your shaped base card. 
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To make the card shown bellow first print off page 6 directly on to card then print a 
copy also on to paper. Print off page 7 on to regular printer paper and cut out the 

shaped card template on that sheet. Cut out the large clown shape from the paper 
template sheet. Take a card blank and then place the shaped card template on it so 

the dashed line matched up to the fold on the card. Draw around the shape and 
then keeping the card folded cut it out to create your shaped base card.  

Next place the large clown shape on a sheet of white card. And draw around it then 
cut it out. Pick out three different patterned papers. Cover the whole of the front of 

the clown shape with one of the papers. Cut out the clowns bow tie and hat from the 
large clown template and draw around each of the shapes on to the remaining two 

patterned papers then cut them out. Draw around the edges of the shapes with 
black pen. Next cut out the large clown shape from the sheet of card. Colour in the 

clowns face and hair with marker pens then cut it out up to the bow tie. Glue the 
clowns face on top of the large shape you cut out earlier then glue the patterned 

bow tie and hat on top. Glue this on top of your shaped base card. Add a flower to 
the clowns hat to finish.

Mini size for tags 
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 Print off the template sheet. Decide which of the templates you would like to use for 
your project then cut out the corresponding size template. Place the template on a 
piece of white card and draw around it then cut it out. Next take the template again 

and this time cut off the top following the scalloped edge. Draw around the top of the 
tent on to another piece of white card and cut it out. Cut out the sides of the tent 
from the template and draw around them on to white card then cut them out. Re 

draw the stripes on to all of the pieces and colour them in using red and yellow or 
other colours of your choice. Colour in the middle of the full tent shape with black or 
cover the whole shape with black paper. Glue the tent sides on top and then the top 
of the tent. You can add something inside the tent if you like. To complete you card 

decorate the front of your card blank as you like it and then add your tent  
embellishment on top. Draw around the flag template on to card then colour it in and 
cut it out. Glue it on your card so it pops out of the top of the tent. Add your choice of 

message to complete your card

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 Print off the template sheet directly on to card, use white card if you would like to 
colour in the giraffe or use orange card if you’re not colouring in. Print another copy 
of the template sheet on to ordinary printer paper. Leave the card print out to one 

side to dry. In the meantime take the paper template sheet and decided which of the 
sizes of design you would like to use on your card. Cut out the corresponding  

template. Cut out the dress and bow from the template. Draw around each of them 
on to patterned paper and cut them out. Next cut out the frilly bits on the top and 
bottom of the dress template and draw around them on to a different patterned  

paper then cut them out. Glue them on top of the dress shape. Draw around the 
edges of the patterned paper shapes you’ve cut out using a black pen. 

Next take the card print out and cut out the same size of template you did earlier. 
On this card version colour in the details, (if you’ve used orange card you will only 

need to colour in the necklace and the brown hair and grass). Next glue the  
patterned dress on top of the template and the bow too. Make up your card blank 

decorating it with patterned paper. Add your giraffe embellishment on top. Add your 
choice of greeting to finish.

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 Print off two copies of the template sheet, one on to white card and one on to  
normal printer paper. Leave the card print out to dry and in the meantime take the 
paper version. Choose which size you would like to use on your card and cut out 
that template. Cut out the jumper on the tiger template and place it on a patterned 

paper you would like to use for the jumper then draw around and cut it out. Draw on 
the details on the jumper with black pen copying them from the template. Next take 

the card template sheet and colour in the image you’re using with yellow and orange 
marker pens. Glue the patterned paper jumper on top of the image. Cut out the tiger 
leaving a small white boarder. Make up your card blank with patterned papers then 

add your tiger embellishment on top. Add your choice of message and extra  
embellishments as you choose.

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  Print off two copies of the template sheet, one on to white card and one on to  
normal printer paper. Leave the card print out to dry and in the meantime take the 
paper version. Choose which size you would like to use on your card and cut out 
that template. Cut out the jacket on the zebra template and place it on a piece of 
black card then draw around and cut it out. Draw on the details on the jacket and 
make a small cut out of the zip shape to glue on top. Next take the card template 

sheet and colour in the image you’re using with black and grey marker pens then cut 
it out. Glue the patterned paper jacket on top of the image, you’ll need to cut the  

zebras hair a little at the bottom so it layers over the top of the jacket. Make up your 
card blank with patterned papers then add your zebra embellishment on top. Add 

your choice of message and extra embellishments as you choose.

Large Square Card 
Size, (6x6”) 

Use either of the bird designs on 
one card. 
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  Print off two copies of the template sheet, one on to white card and one on to  
normal printer paper. Leave the card print out to dry and in the meantime take the 
paper version. Choose which size/design bird you would like to use on your card 
and cut out that template. Cut out the tie on the bird template and place it on a  

patterned paper you would like to use for the tie then draw around and cut it out. 
Draw around the edges of the tie with black pen. Next take the card template sheet 
and colour in the image you’re using—if you wanted to you could also cut the shirt 
from patterned paper instead of colouring it in a plain colour When you’ve finished 
colouring cut out the design from the sheet in a square or cut it out using a die in a 
shape. Glue the patterned paper tie on top of the image. Make up your card blank 

with patterned papers then add your tiger embellishment on top. Add your choice of 
message and extra  

embellishments as you choose.

Large Square Card 
Size, (6x6”) 
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 Print off the template sheet directly on to plain white cardstock. Leave the cardstock 
sheet to dry—while it’s drying you can design your blank card. Decorate the front of 

it with patterned papers in a fun circus theme. Once the card sheet is dry decide 
which size image you would like to use on your card then colour it in. Cut out the 

embellishment then glue it to your card. To make the decorative edge as shown in 
the card bellow glue a shaped sticker to the front of your card before you glue down 
your seal embellishment. Add your seal embellishment on top then your message to 

the sticker. Cut the edge of the front of the card cutting around the shape of the 
sticker and the tip of the seals tail.

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Portrait A6 size, (6x4) 

Landscape A6 size, (4x6) 

Large 6x6 card size 
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 Print off the template sheet directly on to plain white cardstock. Leave the cardstock 
sheet to dry—while it’s drying you can design your blank card. Decorate the inside 

of it with patterned paper then cut the front of the card in half and cover the half with 
another patterned paper or plain card. Once the card sheet is dry decide which size 

image you would like to use on your card then colour it in with marker pens or  
pencils. Cut out the embellishment then make a patterned paper matt for it—this is 

just a rectangle of paper to made to fit the embellishment on. Stick this piece of  
paper to another piece of plain card then cut it out leaving a small boarder all the 
way around. Glue this piece to the front of your card so it’s stuck to the half of the 

front of the card. Add your choice of message embellishment to finish.
