Print off the template sheet. On this sheet there are several different sizes you 
can use. These templates are simple enough to use as it’s just a case of drawing 
around them and cutting them out. The smaller template can also be made into a 
boarder strip by drawing around the template along a line joining them up side by 

side. The largest template can also be used as a shaped card as shown in the 
sample bellow. To make the shaped card first take a 12x12 inch sheet of card-

stock and cut it in half to make a 6x12 inch size sheet. Score this piece in half to 
make a 6x6 inch size card. Cut out the large token template from the template 
sheet and place it on your card so one end matches up to the folded side. The 
other side should match up to the open edge of the card. Draw around the tem-
plate onto the card and then keeping the card folded cut out the token shape. 

Don’t cut along the folded edge so you create your shaped base card. Take the 
template piece again and this time cut out the inner bit. Draw around this onto 

patterned paper and cut it out. Fold the end of the piece of paper over and rub ink 
along this edge. If you don’t have an ink pad you could use paint or a marker pen 
instead. When you unfold the edge it should leave a line of ink along there which 
recreates the look of the token background. Carry on inking around the edge of 
the paper piece then glue it to your token base card. Finish your card by adding 

your message to the middle.

Print off the template sheet and pick out a pink or pink patterned paper and a 
white card. Cut the pink paper out to a size that fits over the top of the template 

size you want to use and add a small amount of glue stick or tape along the 
edges to temporarily stick it over the top of the template. Print the template sheet 
again so it prints over the top of the paper piece then remove it from the sheet. 
Repeat the same process for the card piece so the skirt template is printed on 
both pieces. Cut the ruffle skirts and the poodle from the white card and the 

whole skirt from the pink paper. Glue the poodle over the top of the poodle that’s 
printed on the skirt. Do the same with the ruffles. Take the template sheet and cut 
out from the template size you’re using the top waistband section of the skirt and 
the bottom edge of the skirt, (the bit above the ruffle on the bottom). Draw around 

the onto black card, you might need to use a white pen but pencil will show up 
too. Cut out the two pieces and glue them to your embellishment. Colour in the 

poodle with marker pens or pencils to complete the embellishment. 
Add the embellishment to your card to finish. To give your skirt a more 3d effect 

slightly bend it around your fingers to give it a risen up look on your card.

Print off the template sheet and decide which of the template sizes fit your project 
the best then cut out the corresponding template. Pick out two colours of card or 
patterned paper. Draw around the dress template onto one of them and cut it out.   

Cut out the belt and the tie top bit of the dress from the template piece. Draw 
around these pieces onto the second of the colours of patterns of papers you’re 

using and cut them out. Glue these pieces on top of your whole dress shape. Re-
draw on the details in pen copying them from the template sheet. Glue your dress 
onto another piece of cardstock and re-cut it out leaving a small boarder of colour 

around the edge. Add your completed embellishment to your card to finish.

Print off the template sheet directly onto white cardstock. Decide which of the 
template sizes fit your project the best then cut out the corresponding motif from 
the card sheet. Print off the template again onto regular printer paper. Choose 
two scraps of patterned papers and temporarily glue them over the top of the 

template you’re using one at a time. Re-print the template so it prints directly over 
the scrap paper piece then peel it back off the template sheet. Do this for both the 
paper pieces. Cut out the dress shape, (omitting the dummy) from one of the pa-
pers. Cut out the decorative areas on the top of the dress from the other paper, 
(these areas are green on the sample card bellow). Glue the decorative sash 

pieces over the top of the dress shape. Glue the dress shape over the top of the 
original white card dress you cut out first. Colour in the dummy with marker pens 

to complete your embellishment. 
To make the card as in the sample with pieces going over the edge of the card 

cut your base card smaller and use your envelope as a guide to place the pieces 
over the edge of the front of the card.

The largest template on this sheet can be used to make a shaped card. To make 
a shaped card first print off the template sheet  directly onto card and cut out the 

largest template on the sheet leaving a small boarder all the way around the  
image. Cut out another piece of card to 4 x 5 inches and fold it in half so it makes 

a card 4 x 2½  inches. Glue this card to the back of the cut out image to make 
your card.  

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

To decorate the shaped card and to make any of the smaller templates print the 
template sheet on card then cut out the different sections that make up the tem-

plate design. Cover or draw around each of the sections using different patterned 
papers. You’ll need one for the tray, some papers for the ice creams then papers 
for the toppings. You could also use white cardstock and colour in the different 

sections with marker pens if you preferred to do that. 
Once all the pieces have been decorated re-assemble them on another piece of 

card for the embellishments or for the shaped card directly on top of the base 
card image to complete the card.

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Milkshake Token

Print off the template sheet and decide which size you would like to use. To make 
the embellishment first pick out a piece of cardstock for the base of the token. I 
picked out kraft cardstock for this part. Cut the cardstock to fit over the template 

you’re using them temporarily glue it to the template sheet and re-print the  
template sheet so it prints over the top of the piece of cardstock. Cut out the  
token from the card piece and distress the edges. Repeat this with a piece of  

patterned paper and cut out the inner bit of the token from it then glue it over the 
top of the card piece. Do it one last time with a piece of white card and cut the  

milkshake motif from the white card piece. Colour in the milkshake and then glue 
this to the token over the top of the patterned paper piece. When you’ve finished

Print off the template sheet and decide which of the template sizes fit your pro-
ject. The largest cupcake on the sheet you can also use on it’s own separate 

from the token shapes or you can combine the largest cupcake embellishment 
with the token shaped card using the templates on page 1 of your set. 

To make the token embellishment cut out the token template size you want to 
use. Print the template sheet again but this time print it onto white cardstock. Cut 
out the same size template from the card sheet. White the ink on the card is dry-

ing pick out a patterned paper you would like to use for the token edge. If you did-
n’t want to use a patterned paper you could also use a coloured cardstock. Draw 
around the template onto the paper, (or card) and cut it out. Cut out the rounded 
rectangle inner part of the token template from the template piece and place it on 
your patterned paper token shape so it’s central. Draw around the shape and cut 
it out from the middle of the patterned paper token. Colour in the token you’ve cut 

out from the white cardstock. Colour in the cupcake motif and the background. 
Glue the patterned paper token frame over the top of the white card token to 

complete your embellishment. Decorate your card blank with your choice of pat-
terned papers then add your token embellishment on top.

Print off the template sheet directly onto white cardstock. Decide which of the 
templates you would like to use and cut that one out leaving a small boarder of 
white all the way around the edge of the sofa shape. Print the template sheet 

again this time just on regular printer paper. Pick out two patterned papers or two 
colours of plain cardstock one to be your sofa pattern and one for the cushions. 

Cut out each of the papers to a size that fits over the template you’re using. Take 
one of the pieces and use small dabs of glue stick in each corner then stick it 

over the top of the template. Put the template sheet back in your printer and print 
the sheet again so it prints the design over the top of the patterned paper piece. 

Carefully peel the piece of paper from the template sheet. Repeat this process for 
the remaining piece of patterned paper. This is a great way to use up small 

scraps of patterned paper. When the prints are dry cut out the whole sofa shape 
from one of the patterned papers then cut out just the cushions from the other. 

Cut off the sofa legs from the whole sofa piece. Glue the whole sofa piece to the 
white card sofa print out. Glue the cushion piece on top of that. Colour in the sofa 
legs in brown with marker pens or pencils. Add your finished sofa embellishment 

to your card. In the sample bellow the card blank front has been folded in half 
then the sofa has been added on top and the card displayed on it’s side to make 

a self standing easel card.

Print off the template sheet directly onto white cardstock. There are several sizes 
on this sheet you can choose to use so pick out one that best fits the size of card 

you want to make. Cut out the dress template size you’re using from the  
cardstock but leave a small white boarder all the way around. If you want to you 
can also cut out the bits between the hanger or just leave them white. Print the  
template sheet off again but this time print it onto patterned paper in a pattern 

that will work well as the dress pattern. Cut out the corresponding size dress from 
the paper sheet and glue it over the top of your white card dress piece to  

complete your embellishment. You can make all the dresses from the template 
sheet this way with the remaining sizes and make a suite with matching card, gift 

tag and envelope embellishments.

Print off the template sheet onto regular printer paper. Pick out a piece of  
patterned paper or plain cardstock you would like to be the background of your 

jumper embellishment. Cut this to a size that fits over the template size you want 
to use and using glue stick dabs in each corner stick it over the top of that tem-

plate. Pop the sheet back inside the printer and re-print the sheet so it prints over 
the top of the patterned paper piece. Peel the paper off the template sheet.  

Repeat this process but in place of the patterned paper this time use a piece of 
white card. Cut out the jumper shape from the patterned paper. Cut out just the 

kitty from the white card. Stick the kitty over the top of the patterned jumper piece. 
Colour in the kitty with marker pens or pencils to complete your embellishment. 
On this template sheet there are also just the kitty images you can use on cards 
too. Have a go at mixing up one of the large kitty images with the token shaped 

card on page 1 of your templates to create another card idea.
